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 1. VENUES 

1.1              Introduction 
· There will be two types of official venues:
Approved venues – Regional
· Affiliated Show Holding venues – GHS   
1.2              Approved venues 
These will be venues approved as Show Holding Venues for each discipline by GHS on behalf of the relevant regional committees whose recommendation must be endorsed by the relevant discipline committee. Once approved they will be eligible to hold Selection Shows comprising any GHS Affiliated class for Entry Level Members subject to any restrictions on approval.   
1.2.1  
They must meet the minimum following criteria: 
  
· The going must be of an acceptable standard. If sand there must be a watering system available. 
· Acceptable and safe surround. 
· Adequate parking facilities. 
· A place for horse boxes to turn around. 
· Adequate toilet facilities. 
· Catering facilities. 
· Water facilities for horses. 
· Adequate warm-up areas. 
· A qualified medic on duty at the show.  They must have adequate equipment to deal 
with emergencies and access to an ambulance.   
  
In addition, the following requirements must be met for the following disciplines: 
  
Showjumping/Equitation.  

· Safe and adequate equipment.
· Minimum 48 uprights with 5cm holes.
· Minimum 60 poles that do not weigh more than 20kg.
· Minimum 120 cups that are not deeper than 30mm.
· A judge’s box plus accessibility to a PA system.
· A GHS approved judge and course designer.   
  
Showing

Safe and adequate equipment.
· A GHS approved judge.   
  
Dressage

-  The correct size arenas as per the SANEF Rule Book.
-  The same surface warm-up arena to the competition arena.
-  Correct, safe surrounds with proper markers.
-  A judge’s box/designated area plus accessibility to a PA system.
-  A GHS approved judge.   
Eventing

-  A safe and adequately constructed cross-country course. 
-  Must meet the requirements as per Dressage and Showjumping. 
-  A GHS approved judge and course designer/technical delegate. 
   
Vaulting

-  An area set up as per the SANEF Rule Book.
-  Accessibility of power for a music system. 
   
Driving

-  As each type of competition has specific requirements, discussion must be made with the
Discipline Committee.  The criteria and process are determined for each discipline by the relevant discipline committee and are now endorsed by the management committee.   

1.2.2  
Procedure for Approval: 
  
-  The venue must apply to the Regional Chairman, or to GHS, who will refer it to the 
   Regional Committee concerned.
  
-  An application form (Annexure A) must be completed, and submitted together with 
   an Approval fee to be determined by the Executive Committee, to GHS. 
-  The responsible person must be a GHS member, other than a Child or Junior member.  
-  Once the venue has been inspected and approved as per the Approval policy (Annexure B), 
    the Regional Chairman will send a copy of the Application form to GHS. The approval by 
    the Regional Committee must be endorsed by the relevant Discipline Committee.   
-  The venue will become an Approved Venue subject to any restrictions that may have 
    been imposed by the Regional Committee. 
-  The venue will be advertised on the GHS website as an Approved Venue.  
-  Schedules for any show held at these venues may be sent to GHS who will make them 
   available at the front desk. 
-  Schedules for shows containing graded classes may be published on the GHS website as 
   long as they fulfill the following criteria: 
  
o        They are in good standing with GHS. 
o        GHS and the Regional Chairman approve them. 
o        They are e-mailed to ghsinfo@iafrica.com clearly marked FOR PUBLISHING. 
o        They are in either Word or Excel format only. 
o        No faxes or hard copies will be accepted. 
  
-    GHS levies must be charged on behalf of GHS, and schedules must be checked by GHS where shows are held under the auspices of GHS. 
  

1.2.3 
 Standing with GHS: 
  

-  Once approved they will be eligible to hold Selection Shows comprising any GHS Affiliated class for Entry Level Members subject to any restrictions on approval. 

-  They will have no voting rights as a Show Holding Body. 

-  Should the Approved Venue wish to upgrade to the status of Affiliated Show Holding Venue,   
    they would apply as per the normal procedure.   

-  They will pay an annual approval venue fee to GHS as determined by the Executive 
   Committee.   
  

1.2.4
  Special Requirements: 
  
-  Any individual, company, close corporation, partnership or other body applying for membership as an Approved Venue shall on demand disclose to GHS such further facts or data as GHS may deem necessary to determine the nature of the controlling interest in any such body applying for such membership. 
-  The person/s responsible, personally, and jointly and severally, guarantees payment by the Approved Venue of all amounts owing by the Approved Venue to GHS from time to time. Such responsible person/s shall be any member of GHS excluding a Child or Junior. 
-  If any such amounts are not paid by the Approved Venue to GHS when due, and are not paid within 7 days after written demand for such payment, then the person/s responsible will personally cease to enjoy any of the rights and privileges of membership of the Society until such payment has been made. 
-  The rights and privileges of membership of the Approved Venue will be suspended until such amount is paid and for a further period of three months thereafter. 
-  The Approved Venue will then not be entitled to organise any event until such payment is made and for a further period of one year thereafter. 
-  The person or body applying for membership as an Approved Venue, and the responsible person/s, by their signature of the application form agree to be bound by the above terms and warrant and undertake that all information contained in the application is true and correct. 
-  If the person/s responsible is/are not acceptable to GHS then the application may be rejected by GHS.  The person/s responsible may only be substituted with other persons by written agreement between GHS, the Approved Venue and the substituted person/s.   
  
1.2.5  
Procedure for Selection shows held under the auspices of GHS: 
  
-  Once approved, the Approved Venue must apply to the Regional Chairman if it wishes to hold a Regional Selection Show. 
-  The schedule must be sent to ghsinfo@iafrica.com clearly marked FOR APPROVAL, where they will be sent to the discipline chairmen concerned. 
-  Unaffiliated and Training classes may be held at the same show, but these must be held separate to the Regional Selection classes. 
-  Only affiliated classes can use the GHS grading symbols i.e. JF or CD etc Unaffiliated and Training classes must refer to height only for Showjumping i.e. 70cms etc. Dressage and Equitation tests must be referred to as Training i.e. Training Prelim 1 (Dressage) or Training Novice 3 ( Equitation) etc. 
-  Selection classes must be affiliated classes, and comply with normal Affiliated Class criteria (See Procedure for Affiliated Classes) which will apply to the affiliated classes only.     
1.3              Affiliated venues   
These will be approved as show holding venues for each discipline by GHS on recommendation of the relevant discipline committees. They must meet the minimum criteria as set down by SANEF and published in the relevant rulebooks for each discipline.  Once affiliated, they will be eligible to hold any GHS Affiliated class subject to the restrictions of their approval. 
  
1.3.1        Procedure for approval: 
  
-  The venue must apply to GHS who will refer it to the discipline committee. 
-  An application form (i.e. the existing form) must be completed, and submitted together with the registration fee, as determined by the Executive committee to GHS. 
-  The person responsible must be a full Adult member of GHS. 
-  Once the venue has been inspected and approved in accordance with the Approval Policy (Annexure B), the inspector will send a copy of the Application form to GHS. 
-  The venue will become an Affiliated Venue subject to any restrictions that may have been imposed by the discipline committee. 
-  The venue will be advertised on the GHS website as an Affiliated Show Holding Venue. 
-  Schedules for any show held at these venues may be sent to GHS who will make them available at the front desk. 
-  Schedules for shows containing affiliated classes may be published on the GHS website as long as they fulfill the following criteria: 
o       They are in good standing with GHS. 
o       GHS and the Regional Chairman approve them. 
o       They are e-mailed to ghsinfo@iafrica.com clearly marked FOR PUBLISHING. 
o       They are in either Word or Excel format only. 
o       No faxes or hard copies will be accepted. 
-  GHS levies must be charged on behalf of GHS, and schedules must be checked by GHS where shows are held under the auspices of GHS. 
  
1.3.2        Standing with GHS: 
  
-  The Affiliated Body will be able to present GHS Affiliated shows at the levels of the grades approved for the venue by GHS.  
-  They have full status as a Show Holding body, and are entitled to have a vote at the AGM. They are Show Holding members under the GHS Constitution.    
-  They pay an annual affiliation fee to GHS. 
  
1.3.3        Special Requirements: 
  
-  Any individual, company, close corporation, partnership or other body applying for membership as an Affiliated Venue shall on demand disclose to the society such further facts or data as GHS may deem necessary to determine the nature of the controlling interest in any personal body applying for such membership. 
-  The person/s responsible by their signature of the application form, personally, and jointly and severally, guarantees payment by the Affiliated Venue of all amounts owing by the Affiliated Venue to GHS from time to time.  Such responsible person/s shall be a full Adult member of GHS. 
-  If any such amounts are not paid by the Affiliated Venue to GHS when due, and are not paid within 7 days after written demand for such payment, then the person/s responsible will personally cease to enjoy any of the rights and privileges of membership of GHS until such payment has been made.   
-  The rights and privileges of membership of the Affiliated Venue will be suspended until such amount is paid and for a further period of three months thereafter.   
-  The Affiliated Venue will then not be entitled to organise any event above regional level until such payment is made and for a further period of one year thereafter. 
-  The person or body applying for membership as an Affiliated Venue and the responsible person/s, by their signature of the application form, agree to be bound by the above terms and warrant and undertake that all information contained in the application is true and correct. 
-  If the person/s responsible is/are not acceptable to GHS then the application may be rejected by GHS.  The person/s responsible may only be substituted with other persons by written agreement between GHS, the Affiliated Venue and the substituted person/s. 
  
1.3.4        Procedure for Affiliated shows held under the auspices of GHS: 
  
-  Once the venue has been approved, it may apply for dates on the Show Calendar from GHS and may only use these dates. It is bound by the calendar and may not make any changes without the prior consent of GHS. 
-  Schedules (entry forms) must be sent to GHS for approval no less than 45 days prior to the show date. These must be e-mailed if possible to ghsinfo@iafrica.com clearly marked FOR APPROVAL   
-  Once the Schedule has been approved it may be sent to the GHS Webmaster for publication on the GHS web-site if desired.  These must be sent to ghsinfo@iafrica.com clearly marked FOR PUBLISHING.
-  The schedule may be sent with the GHS mailing, if requested that it be included.  This will be charged for according to GHS rates.  Schedules for mailing have to be in by the 12th of each month for approval.   

-  All affiliated classes need to be checked by GHS 2 weeks before show date.   
-  The schedules must come to GHS as follows:

    o       In programme order or a full list of horses & riders for each grade. 
    o       Full names of horses, riders & owners must be shown.
    o       Star horses must be shown where stated e.g.: Gypsy* and shown on result sheets.
    o       H/C horses must be shown and grouped at the top of the class. 
    o       Out of province entries must be stamped by the riders/horses provincial body and
                shown on the programme and result sheets e.g.: Gypsy (F/S) 
    o       NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED, unless passed by GHS and checked by GHS. 
1.3.5        Queries        

-  GHS will send a complete list/report of queries.  All changes marked “you do” must be changed or corrected by the Show Holding Body accordingly.  

-  All queries marked “we will do” will be handled by GHS and a final report will be sent with possible changes. THIS REPORT IS VERY IMPORTANT AND MUST BE READ CAREFULLY.  Any queries marked “NOT TO RIDE” may not ride!

-  If “not to ride” entries persist and insist on riding they must write a letter stating that all necessary outstanding requirements that GHS has requested have been met and that they and their horse/s are correctly registered with GHS.  They must also state that if anything is incorrect the onus is on them.   
1.3.6          Results 
-  Master copies of all necessary result sheets, score sheets and substitution sheets are all available on request from GHS, and must be completed correctly. 
-  All results for affiliated classes, result sheets and score sheets with 2 programmes must be sent to GHS no later than 2 weeks after the show date (R100.00 fine per day will be issued for late results.)
-  The Show Holding Body will then be invoiced by GHS for levies and costs due. These must be paid within 30 days.   
ANNEXURE A
APPLICATION TO BECOME AN APPROVED VENUE   
1.4            Grading of affiliated show holding bodies   
ANNEXURE B   

-  All venues are inspected and graded on an annual basis.

-  The disciplines will create an “inspection team’, made up of suitable qualified people who have the time, expertise and impartiality.  They should organise to take an area at a time and inspect all the venues in that area, if possible, in one trip. (One vehicle can be used for different disciplines.) The venues in question would all contribute to the petrol expenses for the trip, which will make it financially viable for everyone.

-  The basic requirements as laid down by each discipline must be met.
-  For a 1st inspection of a new venue, an inspection fee determined by the Executive committee must be paid over and above the affiliation fee.
-  If a Showholding Body wants to upgrade their status, they must either apply in January for the GHS year (i.e. commencing 1st July) or must be prepared to pay for the “inspector.”
-  Apart from the venues meeting the necessary criteria regarding facilities and equipment, it is also imperative that the person responsible for convening the events is au fait with the procedures and requirements from an administration point of view (schedules, entries and levies), and that they have all the necessary rulebooks and correct recording sheets etc.   

1.5             Approval of show venues   
Should a Showholding Body wish to register without having a dedicated venue, the following must apply:

o     Authority must be given by the Owner of the venue/s to be used, in writing, on terms and 
      conditions acceptable to GHS.
o     The Showholding Body will be bound by all the rules and regulations affecting 
      Showholding venues. 
o     The venue/s must still be approved in accordance with the GHS Rules and Regulations.
o     GHS must be notified which venue will be used when show dates are applied for by the 
      Showholding Body.     
      2.  REGIONS 
2.1           Inter-Regional shows   
2.1.1   

Horses must compete in their grade and graded horses may not compete in un-graded classes.   
2.2           Regional and Discipline fundraising accounts   
2.2.1
The fundraising accounts will be held by the GHS administration and will be accounted for by GHS administration.  Each region and discipline will have its own fundraising account which is earmarked for it.  No money raised for a region or discipline may be kept privately outside this account.   
2.2.2  

Funds may only be disbursed from these accounts as authorised by the Regional or discipline chairmen concerned, provided that losses on discipline shows held at KEP will be made good from these accounts.   
2.3            Recalculation of boundaries for GHS Region   
2.3.1

In order to address the significant imbalance of members between the GHS regions, the Regional boundaries for Gauteng were redrawn on 19th January 2004.  The most significant change is that Central region was re-defined. This did not affect Mpumalanga and Limpopo.   
2.3.2 

Notice has been given to all members of the new boundaries.   
2.3.3   

All members are given a window period of one month (to be determined by the Executive Committee for each year), in which to notify the GHS Office in writing of their change of region if they wish to change to another region other than the region in which they reside.  This does not apply to Limpopo or Mpumalanga members.   
2.3.4   

The following must be noted:   
2.3.4.1   The change will not affect any Regional Committee member.  Eligibility to serve on a Regional Committee will be determined by registered region on the date nominations for committees closed.   
2.3.4.2
The change is for regional classification only, and will in no way affect status as far as membership category is concerned (i.e. Full member as opposed to Country member).    
2.3.4.3
The members will only receive the mailing for the region in which they are classified.   
2.3.4.4
Members will only be eligible to vote for which region they are recorded as members.   
2.3.4.5
Should a member change his/her physical address once they have opted to change region, they would not be permitted to change again to the new residential region until the next window period.   
2.3.4.6
Subject to 2.3.4.5, if a member changes his/her physical address to an address in another region, such change must be notified by the member in writing to GHS within 30 days after such change takes place.  Such change only becomes effective once notified to GHS in writing by the member concerned. GHS will register the changes.   
2.3.4.7
The region that the member is registered with by GHS, will apply as at closing date of entry of an event.     
2.3.4.8
New members who join GHS after the window period may elect, at the time of applying for GHS membership, by advising GHS in writing, which region they are to be allocated to for regional purposes. Should new members fail to so advise GHS, they will be allocated for regional purposes to the region in which they reside when applying for membership.

Selection shows may only be held at Approved Venue or Affiliated Show Holding Body Venues.

Each region will be responsible for deciding how many and at which venues, Regional Selection Shows would be held, and what system is to be followed for gaining selection points.

      2.6    Limpopo and Mpumalanga teams
2.6.1

If Limpopo and Mpumalanga are each not able to field a full team for an event at a GHS  Inter-Regional Show, then they may field a joint team under the banner of both of them. 
 2.6.2
Points gained by the joint team will be split 50/50 between the two regions irrespective of the number of riders representing each region in the team. 
      3.      MEMBERSHIPS 

3.1     Types of competition 
3.1.1        Entry Level Classes (GHS AFFILIATED)   
· If held under the auspices of GHS then the levies must be charged and paid over to GHS and GHS must check the entries, i.e. as at a GHS Approved Show.  If not these classes are then held as training or unaffiliated shows 
· GHS levies are charged at 50% of the GHS levies as decided by the Executive Committee from time to time.   
· These classes may be used as part of the regional show selection process provided that they are held under the auspices of GHS.     
3.1.2        Associate Membership classes (GHS Affiliated)   
· If held under the auspices of GHS (i.e. as a GHS Affiliated Show) then these levies must be charged and paid over to GHS and GHS must check the entries.  If not these classes are then held as training or unaffiliated shows. 
· GHS levies are charged at 100% of the GHS levies as decided by the Executive Committee from time to time.
· These classes may be used as part of the regional show selection process provided that they are held under the auspices of GHS.    
3.1.3        Full Membership Classes (SANEF Graded)   
· If held under the auspices of GHS (i.e. as a GHS affiliated show) then these levies must be charged and paid over to GHS and GHS must check the entries.  If not these classes are then held as training or unaffiliated shows.  

· GHS levies are charged at 100% of the GHS levies as decided by the Executive Committee from time to time.  SANEF levies also apply. 

· These classes may be used as part of the regional show selection process provided that they are held under the auspices of GHS.   
3.2              Temporary members   
3.2.1
Temporary membership will be available for an amount to be determined by the GHS Executive committee from time to time (Note:  It is proposed that this amount initially be set at R75.00 per event.)   
  
3.2.2
The temporary membership will endure from the close of entries for the event until the end of the event, provided that the temporary member will remain bound by the Constitution and will be subject to the jurisdiction of The Society for all disciplinary matters concerning the temporary member which arises from or in connection with the event not with standing that any complaints, disciplinary steps or disciplinary proceedings are made or take place after the close of the event.   
  
3.2.3
This type of membership will only apply to Entry Level Classes and is not available for Championship classes. 
  
3.2.4
This will not apply to members of other SANEF Regional Bodies. 
  
3.2.5
The normal entry fees and levies for events are payable in addition to the temporary membership fee.   
  
3.2.6
Clause 13 of Annexure A of the GHS Constitution applies further.     
3.3              In-active members   
3.3.1
Members whose membership fees are not paid when due, and who are made inactive by the Society by 30 September of the membership year concerned, will be liable for the applicable entrance fee should they rejoin the Society.  
3.4              Vaulting only memberships for full members   
3.4.1
Vaulting only full membership for Children, Juniors and Adults will be restricted to GHS members participating in the Vaulting discipline exclusively.  This does not affect Entry Level Membership.   
3.4.2
Such adult members will have full voting rights. Should the Vaulting only full member be a child or junior, his/her legal guardian will become a custodian member in terms of 5.3 of Annexure A of the GHS Constitution.   
3.4.3
Vaulting only full membership is required for all classes which require SANEF levies, i.e. from D Grade upwards.   
3.4.4
Should a Vaulting only full member wish to participate in another discipline, the required difference between the vaulting only membership, and the applicable membership category, must be paid before such participation will be permitted.   
3.4.5
The Vaulting only full membership category may be discontinued at the discretion of the GHS Executive Committee.   
3.4.6
The fee for Vaulting only full membership will be set by the GHS Executive committee from time to time.   
3.5              Membership requirements for events held at KEP   
3.5.1
Persons who are not members of GHS or another Regional body of SANEF, may not compete at events (Including training shows) held at KEP, unless otherwise determined by the GHS Executive Committee.   
3.6              Responsibility of signing on behalf of members   
3.6.1 
Any member who signs any document on behalf of any other member must clearly indicate that he/she is signing in such capacity and such signatory warrants that the information provided on the document on behalf of the member is correct.        
3.6.2
Any member who authorises any person to sign any document on his/her behalf warrants that the information provided on the document on behalf of the member is correct.   
3.6.3
“Document” is any document which is required for the purposes of the Society or any  
 
event held under the auspices of the Society.   
    3.7          Acceptance of membership applications   
In terms of clause 6.5 of the GHS Constitution, the Executive Committee has determined the following basis for accepting applications for membership (including renewals) of GHS: 
3.7.1
The General Manager will consider all applications submitted within 14 days after receipt of the application concerned at the offices of GHS by the General Manager or other responsible member of the GHS staff. 
3.7.2
If the General Manager is of the opinion that it is correct to admit the applicant to membership of GHS in terms of the GHS Constitution, then he/she will admit the applicant to membership of GHS. 
3.7.3
If the General Manager is of the opinion that there are grounds for refusing an application for membership, this will be submitted to the Executive Committee of GHS for a decision. 
3.7.4
An application for membership is only approved (whether the approved by the General Manager or the Executive Committee) once the member has been notified in writing by the General Manager that the application has been approved by GHS, whereupon the applicant is admitted to membership of GHS. 
 3.7.5
Where membership is required as a requirement for entry to any competition held by or          under the auspices of GHS, the member must be admitted to membership of GHS prior to the closing date of entries for the show concerned.   


3.8

Transfer of horses and riders from other regional bodies to GHS 

  3.8.1
All members and horses which are transferred from other regional bodies to GHS in terms of the SANEF constitution and regulations are required by GHS to complete the appropriate membership and horse registration application forms of GHS, and to submit them to GHS for approval by the General Manager or the Executive Committee (as GHS may elect) before they will be permitted to exercise any rights or privileges arising from such membership or horse registration with GHS. Such application forms will be considered by GHS within 14 days after receipt thereof at the offices of GHS by the General Manager or other responsible member of the GHS staff. Such applications are only approved (whether approved by the General Manager of the Executive Committee) once the member has been notified in writing by the General Manager that the application has been approved by GHS.

End of Custodian Memberships

 3.9.1
A custodian member of a junior member will cease to be the custodian member of such junior member on the day such junior member turns 18, being the day on which such junior member automatically becomes an adult member. 
    4. 
   HORSE REGISTRATION 

4.1    

Registration   
 4.1.1
A horse’s name may be changed after annual registration without a need for re-registration.  An administration fee may be imposed as determined by the Executive Committee from time to time. 
  
 4.1.2
The details of the owner of a horse may be changed after annual registration without a need for re-registration.  An administration fee may be imposed as determined by the Executive Committee from time to time.
  
 4.1.3
Horses competing in competitions (being SANEF graded or GHS approved) must be registered with GHS.
  
 4.1.4 
Panel official members, committee members and friends of the society and non members may not register horses with GHS.  All other categories may register horses with GHS. 
  
 4.1.5
The reference to horses includes ponies. 
  
 4.1.6
In all disciplines other than Showing, Vaulting and Driving, horses may be re-classified between Junior and Adult for Associate classes provided that:   
    a)     
GHS office is informed in writing before closing date of entry.
b)     
The owner signs the letter.   
 4.1.7
No cross entry will be allowed between Pony Riders and Juniors or Pony Riders and Adults.  
4.1.8 
A properly completed and signed form (as determined by the Executive Committee, and which must be obtained from GHS and must be on official GHS stationary) authorizing the registration of a horse is to be submitted to GHS when a member first registers a horse with GHS or when a member changes the name of a horse which has already been registered with GHS or when a member changes the details of an owner of the horse that has already been registered with GHS.
4.2
Acceptance of horse registration applications and horse transfer applications  
       The Executive Committee has determined the following basis for accepting applications for     
        registration of horses, and to register the transfer of horses, as envisaged in clause 21 of the 
       GHS Constitution: 
4.2.1
The General Manager will consider all applications submitted within 14 days after receipt of the application concerned at the offices of GHS by the General Manager or other responsible member of the GHS staff. 
4.2.2
If the General Manager is of the opinion that it is correct to accept the application in terms of the GHS Constitution, then he/she will do so. 
4.2.3 
If the General Manager is of the opinion that there are grounds for refusing an application, this will be submitted to the Executive Committee of GHS for a decision. 
4.2.4 
An application for registration of a horse or transfer of registration of a horse is only approved (whether the approved by the General Manager or the Executive Committee) once the member making application has been notified in writing by the General Manager that the application has been approved by GHS, whereupon the registration or transfer of a horse becomes effective. 
4.2.5 
Where registration or transfer of the horse is required to have been effected as a requirement for entry to any competition held by or under the auspices of GHS, same must have become effective prior to the closing date of entries for the show concerned.  
        4.3
Horse passports  
        4.3.1 
Any passport required to be issued by GHS (including a duplicate passport) as envisaged in SANEF regulation 05.5.0 is only validly issued by GHS if it bears an official GHS stamp which has been applied by a person duly authorised to do so on behalf of GHS, and which otherwise complies with the requirements therefore.
      5.    SHOW HOLDING BODIES 

5.1         Accredited training shows   
5.1.1
Training shows schedules may be mailed through the GHS mailing and advertised on the GHS website and GHS Calendar on the following conditions:     
  o    The Show Holding Body is either Affiliated or Approved.
o       The show must be billed as a GHS accredited training show, (to differentiate 
       between normal unapproved training shows.)
o       Limited prize money (i.e. R300.00 per class) and no substantial gifts may be 
       offered.
o       Approved Indemnity boards are erected. 
o       An ambulance and Medical staff is available.
o       Trainee judges and course designers may be used as long as a qualified course 
       designer and a qualified judge oversee them.     
5.2              Disclosure of income by Show Holding Bodies   
 5.2.1  
The onus is on the Showholding Body to ensure that it complies with the SANEF Regulations regarding minimum prize money and payment of levies.   
 5.2.2
A SANEF levy must be paid on all classes open to full GHS members.   
 5.2.3  
For normal SANEF graded shows, as well as all GHS Affiliated or Approved shows, a minimum of 40% of entries must be paid as prize money overall.   
 5.2.4 
For Sponsored SANEF Graded shows carrying less than CN status, as well as all GHS Affiliated or Approved shows, a minimum of 40% plus sponsorship must be paid.  Gifts are not counted as part of the 40%.   
 5.2.5 
For CN status shows, a minimum of 60% plus Sponsorship must be paid overall.  A SANEF levy on advertised prize money must be deducted before payment to the prizewinners.   
 5.2.6  
All prize money must be advertised in the programme.  This must correspond to the money paid out to the prizewinners.   
 5.2.7  
Any officials levy charged for must be paid out of officials and judges, and may not be calculated as part of the entry fee.   
5.2.8  Show returns may be called for from GHS from time to time to ensure that the correct calculations are being adhered to.   
5.3     Refund of entry fees by Show Holding Bodies 
5.3.1  Showholding bodies are obliged to refund entries under the following circumstances:   
-          If a class or competition is cancelled before the commencement of the event. 
-         If cancellation is due to exceptionally inclement weather or for veterinary reasons, a 20% administration levy may be deducted from the entry fees to cover costs borne by the Showholding body. 
-         If the entry is withdrawn before closing date of entry.  A 20% administration levy may be deducted from the entry fees to cover costs borne by the Showholding body. 
   
5.3.2   Showholding bodies may offer a refund or a credit. The competitor is deemed to have elected to accept a refund unless the competitor notifies the Showholding body in writing within 14 days of the date that the event was due to take place, that he/she will accept a credit.   
5.4              Responsibility of Show Holding Bodies 
5.4.1          Showholding Bodies will ensure that:     
      -          They use correctly qualified officials in accordance with the relevant SANEF Rules and Regulations.
-          They abide by the instructions of the GHS Office regarding necessary changes or alterations required to incorrect entries once checked. If they fail to do so, they may face disciplinary action in addition to the relevant competitor, resulting from incorrect entries.
-          They notify the GHS Office of any late entries or substitutions, in order for these to be checked.  If the above occurs at the show, competitors must ensure that they are correctly entered in the right class, and that they comply with all requirements as set out in the original schedule and the relevant SANEF Rules. However, these changes must be noted on the result sheets by the Showholding Body.  
-          They publish all relevant qualifications where there will be Victor Ludorum points awarded or special rules if there are unusual Competitions, in the Schedule and Programme.     
5.5              Checking of entries by Show Holding Bodies  
5.5.1          Only entries received after 12.00pm on the day preceding the first day of the competition, as well as substitutions properly permitted by the Show Holding Body concerned during the show, will be considered as late entries not liable for checking by the GHS Office. 
5.6              Advertising of GHS shows on private websites   
5.6.1          No schedules for shows held under the auspices of GHS may be published on any website until they have met with the following criteria:   
   o        They must have first been checked and approved by the GHS Office and the 
      relevant Discipline / Regional committees.
o        They may not be altered in any way after approval.   
5.6.2          If any Show Holding body is in breach of this regulation, it may lose the right hold shows under the auspices of GHS, for a period as determined by the GHS Executive Committee from time to time.     
5.7              Foreign competitors   
5.7.1          It is the responsibility of all GHS Showholding Bodies not to accept any entry from a competitor who is not a member of SANEF, without full compliance of the necessary SANEF Regulations.  See, in particular, SANEF General Regulation 01.6.01.   
5.7.2          A form has to be completed by the competitor, accepting that he/she will compete under the jurisdiction of SANEF and GHS, and accepts and abides by all of their Rules and Regulations.  This will have to be counter-signed and stamped by the competitor’s National Governing Body.   
5.8              Cancellation of GHS shows   
5.8.1          Once a date has been allocated and confirmed by the Show Holding Body, and appears on the calendar, it may not be cancelled other than by written notice to the Society which is received by the Society two calendar months before the date allocated except as a result of an act of God.    
5.8.2          As from January 2004 shows cancelled in contravention of 5.8.1 will be subject to a 
R1, 000. 00 penalty, and may lead to the show not being available to that Showholding Body in the future.   
5.9        Accepting of entries
      5.9.1      Save where competitions are oversubscribed (and it is stipulated in the show schedule 
      that limited entries will be permitted for the show), showholding bodies may not refuse 
      entries to any affiliated show to any member in good standing with GHS who otherwise 
      comply with the conditions of entry.
      5.10      Affiliated Bodies (also known as Showholding Bodies) in Arrears 
      5.10.1   All SANEF and GHS levies paid to affiliated bodies in respect of shows held by them are payable by the showholding bodies to GHS on the earlier of the last day (which is not a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday) before the show commences or 3 days after the entries for the show close; provided that such levies in respect of entries taken at the show are payable to GHS within 3 days after the end of the show. Unless otherwise expressly stipulated by GHS in writing, all other amounts owing by affiliated bodies to GHS S are payable within 7 days of demand (whether written or oral) made by GHS or its duly authorised representative. All amounts owing to GHS are payable free of deduction, set-off or bank charges. No payments may be made by post-dated cheque. In the event that an affiliated body fails to make any such payment when due, then (in addition to, and without derogating from, any sanctions contained in the SANEF and GHS constitutions and regulations), the following will apply: 
   5.10.1.1   The overdue amount will bear interest at the publicly quoted prime lending rate of interest of Nedbank Ltd from time to time (which rate is a nominal, annual, compounded monthly in arrear rate and is calculated on a 365 day year, not with standing that the year might be a leap year). Such interest is payable forthwith.   
   5.10.1.2   The affiliated body will not be entitled to hold affiliated shows for a period of 1 year after the outstanding payment has been made to GHS in full together with any accrued interest, unless otherwise determined by the GHS executive in its sole discretion on written application from the affiliated body fully motivating a request for such embargo to be shortened or waived. Any such determination will only be effective when communicated to the affiliated body in writing by GHS (either under the hand of the general manager or the GHS chairman or the GHS vice-chairman in place of the GHS chairman).   
   5.10.1.3   The following additional terms of payment will apply henceforth in respect of the affiliated body for as long as the GHS executive committee deems fit:   
   5.10.1.3.1       All payments must be received in cash on demand (whether written or oral) made by GHS, and GHS is entitled to demand (whether in writing or orally) that payments be made in advance of the due date for payment. 
   5.10.1.3.2       A R5 000.00 cash deposit is payable to GHS on demand (whether written or oral) up front prior to any schedule may be mailed to members or other persons by the affiliated body. Such deposit will be held as long as GHS deems necessary and will be increased as determined by the GHS executive committee from time to time. 
   5.10.1.3.3       If required by GHS, any such payment will be made to a GHS representative appointed by the general manager at the branch of GHS' bank at a time and on a date determined by GHS. 
   5.10.1.3.4       Such arrangement will only end when GHS (either under the hand of the general manager or the GHS chairman or the GHS vice-chairman in place of the GHS chairman) gives the affiliated body written notice to that effect.   
    5.11 Show names & logos
    5.11.1 The GHS executive committee may approve names and/or logos used for shows (whether affiliated or not) held by GHS show holding bodies and held by GHS at KEP.  
    5.11.2 For the purposes hereof, show holding bodies are show holding bodies for approved venues or affiliated venues as envisaged in the GHS regulations.  
    5.11.3 Application for approval by the GHS executive committee of show names and/or logos will be made to the GHS executive committee in writing by the show holding body concerned which is entitled to hold the show in question. Such applications will be in such form and will contain such information as may be required by the GHS general manager (acting under the authority of the GHS executive committee).  
    5.11.4 Such approvals may be granted or withheld by the GHS executive committee as it sees fit, and may be made subject to such conditions as the GHS executive committee sees fit.  
    5.11.5 Any such approval may be withdrawn by GHS at any time for any reason.  
    5.11.6 Such approvals are not transferable from one show holding body to the other, other than with the approval of the GHS executive committee which is confirmed in writing by the GHS general manager (acting under the authority of the GHS executive committee).   
    5.11.7 Such approvals are granted for specific venues and may not be transferred from the venue for which approval is granted to another venue, other than with the approval of the GHS executive committee which is confirmed in writing by the GHS general manager (acting under the authority of the GHS executive committee).  
    5.11.8 Subject to 5.10.10 hereof, if any name or logo so approved is not used by the show holding body making application in connection with the show for which such approval is obtained during 2 consecutive calendar years then such approval will automatically lapse, unless the GHS executive committee determines otherwise and unless the applicant is notified in writing by the GHS general manager (acting under the authority of the GHS executive committee) of such determination.  
    5.11.9 No other GHS member or show holding body may hold any show (whether affiliated or not) within the area of jurisdiction of GHS which has a name or logo which is the same as or similar to any name or logo approved by the GHS executive committee in terms of this regulation for as long as such approval remains in force. Any determination by the GHS executive committee that any such name or logo is the same as or similar to any other name or logo is final and binding on all members and show holding bodies.  
    5.11.10 Any such approval does not imply that the applicant is lawfully entitled to use the name or logo. The applicant is responsible for ensuring that its use of the name or logo is lawful at all times, and does not infringe the rights of any other person.  
    5.11.11 Any such approval does not relieve the applicant, any show holding body or any GHS member from complying with the constitutions and regulations of SANEF or the FEI or the GHS constitution and other GHS regulations.  
    5.11.12 No GHS member, and no such applicant, will have any claim against GHS arising from or in connection with any such name or logo approved by GHS, including the use thereof by any person in any manner.  
    5.11.13 Any such approval will only be effective when advised in writing by the GHS manager (acting under the authority of the GHS executive committee) to the applicant.  
    5.11.14 Names and/or logos which are approved as aforesaid will be recorded in a register kept at the GHS office and may be published in the GHS newsletter, if the GHS executive committee so determines.  
    5.11.15 The GHS executive committee may from time to time determine any fees payable to GHS by applicants in respect of approvals in terms hereof (including for making applications and for transfers of approvals), and fees payable thereafter on an annual basis for names and/or logos for as long as such approval is in force in respect thereof. 
      6.  GHS CALENDAR 

6.1              Calendar   
The procedure for setting the GHS Calendar will be determined by the GHS Executive Committee. Currently the procedure is as follows: 
6.1.1          The General Manager will set the dates of all KEP Shows, in consultation with the GHS Executive Committee and the GHS Discipline Committees. 
6.1.2          A Provisional calendar will be prepared by the General Manager, indicating KEP and all SANEF National/International events.   
6.1.3          This Provisional Calendar will be distributed amongst all the Showholding Bodies, who will then indicate to the General Manager in writing, their preferred dates for their shows, and the details thereof. 
6.1.4          The General Manager will then prepare the 2nd Provisional Calendar, based on the information received, which will be re-distributed to the Showholding Bodies, who will then indicate any final adjustments to their preferred show dates. 
6.1.5          The Final Calendar, once approved by the GHS Executive Committee and Discipline Committees, will then be published.   
6.1.6          The calendar will operate on an open basis, where no shows will be "protected”, unless otherwise determined by the GHS Executive Committee in the best interests of the sport.   
6.1.7          Once dates have been booked, the following will apply: 
  o       Once a date has been allocated and confirmed by the Showholding Body, and appears on the final approved GHS Calendar, it may not be cancelled other than by written notice to the Society which is received by the Society at least two calendar months before the date allocated except as a result of an act of God.
o       Shows cancelled in contravention with the above will be subject to a R1,000.00 penalty.     
6.1.8          No new event may be booked by a Showholding Body after the calendar has been published without written application and without written approval by the GHS Executive Committee.   
6.1.9          The GHS Executive Committee will determine the time frame for this process.   
      7.  SHOWS 

7.1              GHS shows not held at KEP   
This does not affect shows run by Affiliated Showholding Bodies.  
  
Where GHS Discipline Committees or Regional Committees wish to run shows under the auspices of GHS at venues other than Kyalami Equestrian Park the following rules will apply:   
  
7.1.1          These shows must be run under the direct control of the Discipline or Regional Committee concerned in order to ensure that the show is prepared and run in accordance with GHS and SANEF rules, and is up to standard. 
  
7.1.2          Any special requirements of GHS in respect to these shows must be complied with (e.g. approved indemnity boards, qualified medical assistance etc.) 
  
7.1.3          Budgets must be drawn up and approved by GHS at the time that the schedules are submitted for approval. This must be done at least two weeks before the schedule is to be mailed. 
  
7.1.4          All entries must be booked, and all Sponsorship must be invoiced, through the GHS account.  
7.1.5          A special show account will be opened by GHS.  All profits made, unless determined by the GHS Executive, will go into the GHS General Account.    
7.1.6          No show may reflect a loss; any shortfall must be made up from that Committee’s fundraising account.   
7.2              Late arrival for classes 
      7.2.1 Any competitor arriving late for a class held at KEP or by any showholding body under the auspices of GHS will be eliminated, and may not compete out of order, unless dispensation is granted to the competitor concerned by the judge for the competition in accordance with this regulation.    
      7.2.2 A competitor who wishes to obtain dispensation to compete out of order is obliged to comply with the following protocol:
      7.2.2.1 The competitor or a duly authorised representative of the competitor must report to the Judge’s box in question, at least 15 minutes before the start of the class, to request permission to ride out of order. If the judge is not available to deal with the request, or is unable to do so for any reason, then the request is deemed to be denied. It is in the sole discretion of the judge whether or not to accept the credentials of any person claiming to be a duly authorised representative of a competitor for the purposes hereof. 

      7.2.2.2 Competitors competing on only one horse at an event may not be granted dispensation as afore said to ride out of order unless there are extreme extenuating circumstances. 
      7.2.2.3 Proof may be required by the judge as he/she sees fit of any circumstances alleged by the competitor in requesting dispensation. Competitors should have the necessary proof supporting their request available with them when making the request. 
      7.2.2.4 Dispensation is granted or refused in the sole discretion of the judge, and the judge's decision is final and binding and not subject to review or appeal by any other person or body.  
      7.2.3 A list will be available to record scratchings and horses riding out of order.  The list will then be announced and posted outside the judge’s box.  
      7.2.4 The competitor who is granted dispensation must report to the Marshall when he/she is ready to enter the arena, and the Marshall will communicate with the judge to determine when the competitor may enter the arena.  
      7.2.5 Once the class has commenced, competitors who have not been granted dispensation to compete out of order will be eliminated from the competition if they do not present themselves to ride in their allocated slot. Competitors who have been granted dispensation to ride out of order may be eliminated from the competition in the sole discretion of the judge (and not with standing the dispensation granted) if they do not present themselves to ride in the competition at least 5 horses before the end of the competition.  
      7.2.6 In order to facilitate the running of shows held at KEP, GHS will endeavour to have experienced marshalls at the gate. These officials will be equipped with a yellow vest with wording indicating "GHS Official" and a two-way radio linking them with the judges' box. GHS affiliated bodies are encouraged to do the same at shows held by them.  
      7.2.7 Competitors are bound to accept all instructions and directives of judges and marshalls implementing this regulation.  
      7.2.8Judges are obliged to report any competitor who does not comply with this regulation to the show director, who is in turn obliged to report the incident to the GHS general manager in writing as soon as practically possible. If there is no show director, judges are obliged to report the incident directly to the GHS general manager in writing as soon as practically possible. Any such report will be treated as a complaint for disciplinary purposes. 
7.3              The hosting of GHS or Gauteng Championships   
7.3.1          Application for Championship Status for shows held under the auspices of GHS must be made in writing to the GHS Executive Committee.   
7.3.2          The approval by the GHS Executive Committee is subject to terms and conditions as determined by it.   
7.3.3          The period that the Championship will be awarded to a particular Showholding body will be terminable, on at least six month’s notice in writing by the GHS Executive Committee. 
7.4              Application for CN Status   
7.4.1          Application for CN Status must be made to GHS by submission of the relevant SANEF Application Form by the person responsible for the Show Holding Body.   
7.4.2          This Application, together with recommendation from the General Manager, must be submitted to the relevant discipline Chairmen for his/her approval.   
7.4.3          The final approval must be given by the GHS Executive Committee before the application is submitted to SANEF by the General Manager.  

7.5              Allocation of major shows 
7.5.1     For the purpose of this regulation a major show is an FEI event, a CN Status event, GHS Regional Championship or any other show determined by the GHS Executive Committee to be a major show, including, but not limited to the following shows: 
      o        Horse of the year
o        Musical Kur Festival
o        Easter Show
o        Adult ALL Grade Showjumping Festival
o        PR Festival
o        Junior Festival
o        PR and Junior Derby
o        PR FEI
o        Adult FEI
o        World Cup Qualifyer – Midrand Leg
o        Higher and Lower Inter-Regionals
o        Gauteng Derby  
o        South African Derby
o        All GHS Championships  
7.5.2          GHS Executive Committee will determine which Show Holding Body is allocated a major show based on the SANEF Criteria and any further additional Criteria that the GHS Executive Committee may impose.   
7.5.3          GHS Executive Committee will determine the allocation of major shows where it deems appropriate in consultation with the Discipline Committees concerned.   
7.5.4          A major show may only be held at such Show holding venue as is approved by the GHS Executive Committee form time to time.   
7.6              Victor Ludorums   
7.6.1          All events where there are Victor Ludorum prizes it is compulsory for the Show Holding Body to indicate on the schedule, exactly how the points will be calculated. 
7.6.2          At all KEP shows the points will be allocated as follows:

7.6.3          In the event of an equality of points, the rider finishing higher in the championship class will be awarded the title.    
7.7              Officials levy   
7.1.1          Any Officials levy charged for must be paid out to officials and judges, and may not be calculated as part of the entry fee.       
7.8            Payment of officials   
7.8.1          At all Recognised Shows which are show jumping shows held by the Society Affiliated Bodies and which are below National status, an officials fee is to be levied by the Society Affiliated Body in order to enable the Society Affiliated Body to remunerate the following: one judge, one secretary, one announcer, two timekeepers, one marshal and one arena assistant; same does not include the course builder who is remunerated separately by the Society Affiliated Body.   
7.8.2          In addition, all shows for all other disciplines, held by GHS at Kyalami Equestrian Park will be subject to an officials levy.   
7.8.3          The amount to be levied for these remunerations will be determined by the Executive Committee from time to time and will be included in the entry fee.   
7.9              Prize Money and Officials Payments   
7.9.1          All prize money will be paid directly into the individual’s bank account via electronic bank transfer.  The full amount will be transferred on the last day of the month which is at least 10 days after the show.   
7.9.2          Officials will be paid monthly in arrears.  The full amount will be transferred directly into the Official’s bank account via electronic bank transfer on the last day of each month.   
7.9.3          Alternatively, a cheque for the amount may be collected by the official or competitor from the office.   
7.9.4          The change will be effective as of 1 September 2005.   
7.10          Stallions   
7.10.1      All competitors with stallions at shows must ensure they are kept under proper control.   
7.10.2      The rider will be responsible for the handling of the stallion at all times at a show and for ensuring that the stallion does not pose a threat or cause injury, harm or damage to any person, animal or property at any time.   
7.10.3      Stallions at all shows are to have a yellow disc on the browband, noseband or martingale for identification purposes.   
      7.11     Remuneration of Officials   
      7.11.1      Save as otherwise determined in terms of the SANEF constitution and regulations, the 
      remuneration of officials appointed at shows held under the auspices of GHS is to be 
      agreed between the show holding body concerned (or in the case of shows at KEP, 
      the GHS general manager) and the official concerned.  
      7.12     External Marquees and Equipment   
      7.12.1      No Committee may hire a Marquee or hire any external equipment or purchase and 
      printing or other materials for shows held at KEP without the permission of the 
      General Manager.  
      7.13     KEP Shows under the control of GHS General Manager   
      7.13.1      All shows held at KEP are under the control of the GHS general manager, 
      subject to the following: 
o        The show director or show convener is to be appointed by the GHS general manager. 
o        The organising committee for the show is to be chaired by the GHS general manager 
(or her nominee). 
o        The schedule for the show is to be approved by the GHS general manager. 
o        The budget for the show is to be determined by the GHS general manager. 
o        All expenses (including official’s fees) for the show are to be approved by the GHS general manager. 
o        All prize monies for the show to be approved by the GHS general manager. 
o        All sponsorships for the show are to be allocated as determined by the GHS general manager. 
o        No person may be appointed to render any services or provide any products in respect of a show other than in terms of a written agreement with GHS which is signed on behalf of GHS by the GHS general manager. 
o        The GHS general manager will consult with the chairman of any relevant discipline committee, where necessary. 
o        All shows will be run in accordance with the relevant GHS regulations, SANEF regulations and FEI regulations. 
· The GHS general manager will act in accordance with the directives of the GHS executive committee relating to any show. 
      7.14
Subsistence allowance for Chef d’ Equips    
      7.14 GHS’ policy for financial compensation for Chef d’ Equipes is as follows:   
      7.14.1 If the Chef d’ Equipe is an instructor already going to the show (and is not the parent of a child competing at the show), he/she will be granted a subsistence allowance of R450.00 per day for a maximum of 3 days. 
      7.14.2  If the Chef d’ Equipe is a parent of a child competing at the show, no subsistence allowance will be given. 
      7.14.3  If the person entitled to the subsistence allowance is attending the show only to perform the duty of Chef d’ Equipe and is not attending the show as a competitor, instructor or as an official, the equivalent airfare based on the cheapest flight available at the time, as determined by the GHS Office, will be borne by GHS. 
      7.14.4  If a person performs a duty of Chef d’ Equipe for more than 1 discipline, the subsistence allowance will remain the same unless the different team events happen over a period of more than 3 days in which case the extra days will be paid for. 
      7.14.5 Deleted 
      7.14.6 Save as set out herein Chef d’ Equipes are not entitled to receive any other amounts from GHS for the performance of their duties, unless expressly authorised by the GHS Executive committee and confirmed in writing by the GHS General Manager or GHS Chairman (or the GHS vice-chairman in his place). 
      7.14.7 Adult Teams must, where possible, appoint one of the riders in the team already going to 
                the event to fulfil the role as Chef d’ Equipe. 

    7.15 Incorrect deposits for shows
    7.15.1 In the event any person for whatever reason deposits money into the GHS bank account incorrectly, a service fee, as determined by the GHS Executive committee from time to time, will be charged to refund the money back to the person entitled thereto.  Such service fee may be deducted from the refund.  
   7.16 Late entries declaration  
    7.16.1 Late entries by competitors who are members of GHS in good standing may be accepted on the day of a show at the discretion of the show holding body concerned. 
    7.16.2 In such event the competitor must sign a declaration (in the form approved by the GHS General Manager) stating that all their membership details (including horse registration details) as contained in such declaration are then in accordance with the GHS records and are correct, and were so at the closing date of entries. 
    7.16.3 Any competitor who signs a declaration containing any incorrect information is guilty of contravening these regulations, whether or not such competitor knew that such information was incorrect, the onus being on the competitor to establish the correctness of information before signing the form. 
    7.16.4 Show holding bodies are entitled to refuse to accept declarations signed by competitors as aforesaid if they for any reason believe the declaration to be incorrect. 
    7.16.5 Show holding bodies are obliged to refuse to accept declarations signed by competitors as aforesaid if they for any reason believe that the competitor concerned is not a member of GHS in good standing.    
    7.17       Prize Money cheques 
    7.17.1    The onus is on the competitor to contact GHS if he/she has not received his/her outstanding prize money cheque in the post within 60 days after the close of a show. 
    7.17.2     Should a prize money cheque not be cashed within 3 months after the date of the cheque, GHS will not re-issue a new cheque and the prize money will then be forfeited by the competitor.
    7.18        Entry forms and Payment    
    7.18.1 Show entry forms received by GHS without proof of payment of the entry attached thereto will not be accepted by GHS for any shows held at KEP by GHS. 
    7.18.2 Should the competitor have paid the entry fee into the GHS bank account prior to the closing date of entries for the show concerned, but does not submit the proof of such payment to GHS together with the entry form, the entry will not be accepted. 
    7.18.3 A competitor may re-submit their entry with the proof of payment attached, provided that this is received by GHS prior to the closing date of entries for the show concerned.  
7.19 Trophies for KEP Shows

7.19.1 All trophies for shows held at KEP by GHS are to be returned to the GHS office in the same condition as they are received by the competitor who is awarded the trophy.

7.19.2 All trophies are deemed to be received by competitors in reasonably good order and condition unless they notify the GHS General Manager to the contrary in writing within 3 days after the date on which the trophy is received by the competitor.
7.19.3 A competitor who receives a trophy which is returned to GHS in a damaged condition is liable to reimburse GHS, at the discretion of the Executive Committee, for either the cost of replacement of the trophy with a similar trophy or the cost of repair of the trophy, save to the extent that the competitor has notified the GHS General Manager of any damage to the trophy as envisaged in 7.19.2 hereof.
7.19.4 A competitor who is unable to return a trophy to GHS when due to do so is liable to GHS for the cost of replacement of the trophy with a similar trophy.
7.19.5 No trophy may be removed by a competitor from the area of jurisdiction of GHS as a regional body of SANEF without the prior written consent of the GHS General Manager. GHS may require such competitor to pay GHS a deposit of R1000.00 as security for the return of the trophy by the competitor when due to do so free of damage. Any costs for which the competitor may be liable in respect of such trophy in terms of 7.19.3 or 7.19.4 may be deducted by GHS from such deposit.
7.19.6 Unless an earlier date is determined for the return of a trophy by notice to that effect given by GHS, all trophies must be returned to GHS before the commencement of the first class on the first day of the show concerned. Such notices may be published by GHS either in general terms or specific terms, and may be published by GHS (whether in the GHS newspaper, by electronic newsflash, by short message service on cellular telephones or any other form of media publication), or may be sent to a competitor in writing by hand delivery, by post, by email or by sms.
7.19.7 All competitors receiving trophies will be required to complete and sign the required trophy receipt form of GHS when requested to do so by GHS.
7.19.8 A receipt will be given to the person returning the trophy.
      8.        KYALAMI EQUESTRIAN PARK (KEP) 

8.1              Misuse of fixed driving obstacles 
8.1.1          All fixed Driving Obstacles at KEP are out of bounds unless during a competition, where they may be used by competitors only, or where otherwise permitted by the Society.   
8.2              The wearing of hard hats and body protectors at KEP
8.2.1          No person may ride a horse at any time at KEP, whether during an event or otherwise, without a hard hat that complies with SANEF Showjumping rule 12.2.1-6 unless the SANEF rule for a competition determines otherwise.  
8.2.2 
At all shows held at KEP by GHS or under the auspices of GHS which are shows below CSN status, body protectors may be worn (either under or over the riding jacket). It is recommended that these be a neutral colour.

8.2.3 
At all shows held at KEP by GHS or under the auspices of GHS which are CSN status shows, body protectors may be worn under the riding jacket. It is recommended that these be a neutral colour.

8.3              Stabling at KEP   
8.3.1          Stabling facilities are allocated at the discretion of the GHS office, and only stables allocated and paid for may be used.    
8.3.2          Should the owner not be present, he/she will still be deemed to be the person responsible for contravention (in addition to any other member in contravention).  
8.3.3     Stabling facilities are only available for competitors attending shows at KEP unless otherwise determined by GHS general manager acting on authority of the GHS executive committee.
8.3.4     The costs of stabling will be as determined by the GHS executive committee from time to time. Such costs may include the cost of security guards (including security guards at the entrance to KEP). 
8.4              Use of GHS Equipment   
8.4.1          Equipment (as listed below):   
   o        Caravans
o        Show Jumping Equipment
o        Public Address system
o        Two way Radio
o        Electronic Timing Equipment
o        Dressage Surrounds
o        Dressage Letters
o        Portable Judges Box
o        Equitation vests
o        Measuring Wheel / Stick   
8.4.2          The equipment is the property of GHS and may only be used on the approval from the General Manager.   
8.4.3          The responsibility of maintaining the equipment will remain with GHS.   
8.4.4          Any person borrowing the equipment will be required to fill in the indemnity form and provide a copy of their valid drivers license, if applicable.   
8.4.5          The relevant deposit must be paid.   
8.4.6          The deposits will only be refunded if the equipment is returned in the same condition as it was lent.   
8.4.7          Should Equipment not be returned timeously, the deposit may be forfeited.    
8.5              Use of Beaulieu gate   
All members wanting permission for access to KEP through the Beaulieu gate need to apply for access annually for each subscription year (commencing 1 August).      
Access is granted subject to the following:     
8.5.1    Terms and Conditions   
8.5.1.1 
All members riding at Kyalami Equestrian Park do so at their own risk, GHS not being liable for any loss, damage, death or injury suffered by members at KEP from any cause whatsoever. 
8.5.1.2 Dogs are required to be on a lead at all times. 
8.5.1.3 Members are to ensure the gate is closed at all times. 
8.5.1.4
No member will allow access through the Beaulieu gate to any person who is not a member of GHS. 
8.5.1.5
This permission ceases as soon as membership of GHS is terminated or suspended for any reason.    
8.5.2        The Gate will be locked, as set out below:   
8.5.2.1

All shows that have a cover charge. 
8.5.2.2    KEP closed week ends.  As per the GHS Calendar (available on the website). 
8.5.2.3

Between 16h00 and 08h00. 
8.5.2.4  
At any other times determined by GHS in its sole discretion.    
8.5.3        Rules and Regulations:   
8.5.3.1

Access is granted subject to all applicable rules and regulations of GHS.   
8.5.4        Beaulieu Property Owners Forum:   
8.5.4.1
Application must be made to GHS by members through the Beaulieu Property Owner Forum 
8.6              Out of province riders competing at KEP   
8.6.1
As from January 2004, any out of Province competitor competing at KEP will be liable for an additional levy as determined by the GHS Executive from time to time.   
8.6.2
As from 2004 the levy is set at R50.00 (excl VAT) per rider and R50.00 (excl. VAT) for every 2nd or additional horse thereafter.   
8.6.3
Alternatively, a rider may pay an annual levy as determined by the GHS Executive from time to time.  As from 2004, this levy will be R450.00 (Excl. VAT) per annum.    
8.7              Lightning   
The following applies to all shows held at KEP    
8.7.1          Signal   
8.7.1.1     The Show Director will be responsible for ensuring the lightning metre is operational. 
8.7.1.2     The lightning warning signal will be one long siren, which will stop the show immediately. 
8.7.1.3     Three short sirens will signal that the lightning has passed and the show will re-commence.   
8.7.2          Procedure   
8.7.2.1                On the sound of the lightning warning / siren, all the classes will be stopped as follows:

o       A bell will sound by the relevant Judge.
o       The Announcer will announce that the competition has been temporarily / permanently suspended. 
o       The competitor in the arena at the time will re-start his/her class again once the show re-commences, unless he/she has already passed through the finish or completed his or her test prior to the warning / siren.
o       All competitors are responsible for taking appropriate precaution to protect themselves, their horses, their grooms and other assistants against lightning strikes, GHS accepting no responsibility in this regard.  The stables and concrete brick structures at KEP may be used for taking cover at the own risk of persons doing so.
o       A Protocol of all of the above will be displayed in all Judges boxes.    
8.8              Notice of cancellation of KEP shows by sms   
8.8.1          The onus is on competitors to check whether a show has been cancelled before arriving at KEP.   
8.8.2          GHS will endeavor to notify competitors of the cancellation of shows at KEP in the following ways, if practically possible: 
   o        An SMS will be sent to competitors who are filed on the GHS SMS system.
o        Notification will be placed on the GHS website and telephone answering system. 
8.8.3          Competitors will not be contacted personally, whether by telephone or otherwise, to notify them of cancellations.   
8.9              Speeding on KEP grounds   
8.9.1          The speed limit on KEP grounds is 30km/hour and must be adhered to at all times.   
8.9.2          Persons may not drive recklessly or negligently on KEP grounds.   
8.10          Late Entries for KEP Shows   
8.10.1      For the purposes hereof, late entries include entries which have not been properly and completely received (including receipt of payment in full for the entry) by GHS at the time of closing of entries.   
8.10.2      Late entries may be accepted by GHS subject to a penalty equal to the greater of R200.00 or twice the entry fee being paid to GHS together with the late entry.  The penalty amount may be changed from time to time by the GHS Executive Committee.   
8.10.3      No late entry may be accepted once the prize money has been worked out or the programme has been drawn up or at such earlier time as may be determined by the General Manager.   
8.10.4      All other rules apply in respect of late entries, in particular the status of the rider and the horse are determined at the date of closing of entries and not at the time of late entries.   
      8.11       Use of KEP Facilities 
      8.11.1   The buildings, structures, erections, arenas, grounds, facilities, equipment and other improvements (herein together referred to as "KEP facilities") at KEP from time to time may only be used for the purpose for which they are intended (whether express or implied) to be used. 
      8.11.2   Such express use will be as determined by the GHS executive committee from time to time as it may deem necessary.  Any such determination will be done as part of these regulations. 
8.11.3 Any person using the KEP facilities is responsible for establishing the intended use before making use of such facilities. The KEP general manager is authorised to confirm the intended use to any person enquiring as to same, save to the extent that same has been determined by the GHS executive committee as part of these regulations.
8.11.4 
No advertisements or advertising material may be placed on any part of KEP without the prior written approval of the GHS general manager. Such advertisements and advertising material may only be placed in the areas designated therefore by the GHS general manager. Any advertisements and advertising material will be properly constructed or fixed, and will be subject to the approval of the GHS general manager. Any adverts or advertising material which are placed on KEP contrary to this regulation will be removed forthwith by the person/s who placed them, alternatively, same may be removed by GHS at the instance of the GHS general manager at the cost of the person/s who placed them (and in addition to any disciplinary proceedings which may be instituted). The GHS general manager will obtain any necessary authorizations which may be required from the executive committee before issuing any such approval or making any such designation.

8.11.5 
No stall or display (including for the promotion, sale or distribution of food, beverages, photographs, goods or services) may be placed on any part of KEP without the prior written approval of the GHS general manager (and after having complied with all requirements of GHS in respect thereof, including the completion of booking forms and the payment of such charges as GHS may determine in respect thereof). Such stalls or displays may only be placed in the areas designated therefore by the GHS general manager. Any stalls or displays will be properly constructed or fixed, and will be subject to the approval of the GHS general manager. Any stalls or displays which are placed on KEP contrary to this regulation will be removed forthwith by the person/s who placed them, alternatively, same may be removed by GHS at the instance of the GHS general manager at the cost of the person/s who placed them (and in addition to any disciplinary proceedings which may be instituted). The GHS general manager will obtain any necessary authorizations which may be required from the executive committee before issuing any such approval or making any such designation.
8.11.6 
No person may use the KEP clubhouse for any function or for any other purpose (other than the normal use thereof as part of GHS’ activities as determined by the Executive Committee) without the prior written approval of the GHS general manager (and after having complied with all requirements of GHS in respect thereof, including the completion of booking forms and the payment of such charges as GHS may determine in respect thereof). The GHS general manager will obtain any necessary authorizations which may be required from the executive committee before issuing any such approval.

8.11.7 
No person may use any warm up facility or arena at KEP for any purpose (other than as part of competitions held by or under the auspices of GHS) without the prior written approval of the GHS general manager (and after having complied with all requirements of GHS in respect thereof, including the completion of booking forms and the payment of such charges as GHS may determine in respect thereof). The GHS general manager will obtain any necessary authorizations which may be required from the executive committee before issuing any such approval.

       8.12  GHS property not at KEP and third party property at KEP   
       8.12.1  Only equipment or property (herein referred to as "GHS property") belonging to GHS may 
   be stored or kept at GHS. 
       8.12.2  Persons may only store or keep any equipment or other property which is not the property 
   of GHS (herein referred to as "third party property") at KEP with the prior written permission 
   of the General Manager or the GHS Executive Committee. 
       8.12.3  GHS will not be liable for any theft, loss, damage or destruction caused to any third party 
   property in any way while same is at KEP (whether same is at KEP with or without such 
   permission), unless otherwise agreed in writing between GHS (represented by the General 
   Manager) and the owner of such third party property where GHS is granted the use of such 
   third party property. 
       8.12.4 GHS property may only be stored outside of KEP with the prior written approval of the 
                 General Manager or the GHS Executive Committee. Such approval may only be requested by the chairman (or vice-chairman acting in his/her place) of the discipline committee/s concerned, and will be requested in writing. Such GHS property will be kept under the control of such discipline committee/s for as long as it is not at KEP, and such committee/s is responsible for ensuring that such GHS property is kept safe from theft, loss, damage or destruction, and for ensuring that same is safely removed from and returned to KEP by arrangement with the General Manager. Should there be any theft, loss, damage or destruction  of any such GHS property for any reason, then the cost of replacement or repair of the GHS property concerned will be for the account of the discipline/s concerned and will be recovered from such discipline/s' fundraising account/s as and when determined by the GHS Executive Committee. 

        8.13  Warm up arenas at KEP shows   
        8.13.1 A warm-up arena which is designated as a practise arena for a particular class may only be used for such purpose during events held at KEP.  
        8.13.2 At KEP events no arena may be used other than for the purpose for which it is designated by GHS during such event without the prior consent of the General Manager.         

        8.14   Members and Show Holding Bodies in Bad Standing  
        8.14.1 In the event that a member of GHS is in bad standing with GHS the member in bad standing may not enter KEP (excluding the SA Lipizzaners facilities at the invitation of the SA Lipizzaners for one of its events) or make use of any of Kyalami Equestrian Park (KEP) facilities (including but not limited to attending any event held at KEP as a spectator, attending seminars and making use of the club house facilities) until such time as their bad standing has been rectified (other than with the express prior written consent of the GHS Executive Committee where such person wishes to attend a show at GHS as a spectator). 
        8.14.2 If the member in bad standing is a Society Affiliated Body, then any member who is a shareholder, director, member, executive officer, trustee, proprietor or the like of such Society Affiliated Body, or is a person/s responsible in respect of such Society Affiliated Body as envisaged in clause 9.4 of Annexure A of the GHS Constitution, is deemed to be a member  in bad standing for the purposes of this regulation not with standing such member ceasing to have such capacity in respect of such Society Affiliated Body at any time while it is in bad standing. 
        8.14.3 If the member in bad standing is a custodian member, then any junior or child member in relation to whom such member is a custodian member is deemed to be in bad standing for the     purposes of this regulation for as long as the custodian member is in bad standing.  The      custodian member in bad standing may not be substituted with another custodian member for the purposes of this regulation for as long as the first mentioned custodian member is in bad standing. 

      9.     EVENTING 

9.1              Levies   
9.1.1          GHS will bear the costs of mailing and printing schedules for all GHS Affiliated Eventing shows. 
9.1.2          The GHS levies for Eventing shows will be paid into the GHS Eventing Fund Raising Account to be used by the Eventing Committee for the needs of the Eventing discipline as they see fit.   
9.1.3          GHS will make the stationery such as score sheets etc. which Eventing needs to run their shows available to Eventing free of charge.     
      10.    COLOURS AND SELECTION CRITERIA 

10.1          Riders recognition policy 
The following recognition will be given to team members as follows:  
(All team selection for Regional Teams will be made by the Relevant Regional Committees)   
10.1.1      All members of all teams will be GHS members of good standing at the required level of membership corresponding to their grade.   
10.1.2      Regional Team colours will be paid for by the Regions.   
10.1.3      The correct protocol for the wearing of colours will be as follows:   
o       Regional Colours:  These must be worn on the left-hand side of the Jacket in the following order;  Regional Badge Scroll per discipline (Highest colour only) 
o       Once Provincial colours are obtained no Regional colours may be worn on the same jacket.  However, if desired, two different jackets, one for Regional and one for Provincial colours may be used. 
o       Approved Regional and Young Riders pins and Pony Club badges may be worn on the lapel of the jacket, or on the Regional T Shirt.

10.2          Colours and other recognition items   
10.2.1      No GHS Provincial colours may be awarded save as determined by the GHS Executive.  
10.2.2      No Recognition badges or pins may be awarded, save as determined by the
GHS Executive.   
10.2.3      All badges and pins must be approved by the GHS Executive.  At present, the only ones approved are: 
o        Regional Teams – Badges. 
o        Eventing – GHS Novice Team Event – Pins (silver with black writing). 
o        Dressage - SANEF Team – Pins. 
o        Stars of the Future – Stars. 
o        Young Riders - Pins. 
o        Driving Grooms – Badges.        
10.3          New GHS Colours   
10.3.1        The name of the Society has been changed to Gauteng Horse Society (Incorporating Limpopo and North West)   
10.3.2        The Provincial colours will change as follows: 
The bottom will either say Adult, Junior or Pony Riders, and the centre will either say Gauteng , Limpopo , Mpumalanga or Northwest as necessary.

10.4          Team apparel   
10.4.1      GHS Team members may only wear apparel that has been approved by the GHS Executive Committee, during South African Championships   
10.4.2      GHS will identify and approve stockists from whom team apparel may be purchased.   
10.4.3      The cost of purchasing such apparel will be to the competitor’s account.   
10.5          Awarding of GHS Provincial Colours to foreign competitors   
10.5.1      No persons may receive GHS Provincial colours for any discipline unless he/she is a Full Member of GHS.   
10.5.2      Driving Grooms who are awarded GHS Provincial Colours must have been a full member of GHS for at least six months prior to the date of the event in respect of which the colours are awarded.   
10.6          Protocol Regarding provincial team selection and team behaviour 
SELECTION PANEL: 
 
10.6.1      Criteria:  
Each Discipline must appoint a Selection Panel at the commencement of each year for the selection of Pony Riders, Junior and Adult Teams. This Panel must meet with the following criteria:

o       They should not have any affiliation to any prospective team member.
o       They should be knowledgeable and qualified in their discipline.
o       They should be available to attend most of the events in order to observe
      performance.
o       They must be familiar with the selection criteria for that discipline.   
10.6.2      Responsibilities:    
The responsibilities of the Selection Panel will be as follows:

            o       To select a Convenor from the Selection Panel.
     o       To attend the relevant events in order to observe performance of the riders.
     o       To record observations and results and to pass these on to the Convenor.
     o       To timeously select a long list, and ultimately the final team, based on the 
                   selection criteria agreed upon for that particular discipline.    
10.6.3      Selection Convenor:    
The responsibilities of the Selection Convenor will be as follows:

o       To co-ordinate the data (performance and results) leading up to team selection.
o       To ascertain closing dates for entries timeously.
o       To supply the GHS Office with confirmation of the intention of sending a team.
o       To check which potential team members are available and have entered the event (long list).
o       To check with the GHS office that all potential team members are in good standing, and that their horses are correctly registered.
o       To check if all horses have been correctly inoculated in the event of the Championship taking place in the Western Province .
o       To notify the GHS Office of any changes to the team.
o       To supply the GHS office with a written list of final team members plus Chef d’ Equipe at least one week before closing date of entry
o       To act as liaison between the Selection Panel, the GHS Office, the Chef d’ Equipe and the Discipline Chairman.   
10.6.4      Discipline Committee: 
The responsibility of the Discipline Chairman will be as follows:

o       To select a Selection Panel.
o       To set the Selection Criteria, and to make them available to ensure transparency.  All selection criteria to be approved by the GHS Executive.
o       To deal with queries and complaints from members regarding team selections and to keep the GHS Chairman informed of any material complaints. Any complaints which are referred to any Government or External Regulatory Body are to be dealt with by the GHS Executive committee in consultation with the Discipline Committee concerned.
o       To notify the GHS Office as to whom the Convenor is.
o       To select a suitable Chef d’ Equipe.  
o       To notify the successful Team members.
o       To be available at the relevant Colours Party to present the colours.
o       To support the final decision of the Selectors and Chef d’ Equipe.   
10.6.5      Chef d’ Equipe: 
The criteria for the Chef d’ Equipe will be as follows:

o       They should not have any affiliation to any prospective team member.
o       They should be knowledgeable and qualified in their discipline.
o       This position should be seen as an accolade.  
Their responsibilities will be as follows:

o    To be familiar with the dates, venues and timetable of the Event.
o       To be familiar with the riders and horses in the team, as well as to be up to date with their past performance.
o       To be available for the Colours Party.
o       To organise any Team clothing, as well as to take responsibility of collecting and returning the GHS Team Equipment.
o       To be available to arrange any entertainment or dinner prior to the event.
o       To be familiar with all the Rules and Regulations for the relevant competitions.
o       To be available to observe the potential team at all qualifying competitions at the Championship event prior to having to choose the final team.
o       To ensure that they are present for the final nominations.
o       To choose the final team based on performance and results from any qualifying event based on the selection criteria agreed upon for that particular discipline.
o       To ensure the wellbeing of the team, and to act as a mentor and to maintain team spirit and morale.
o       To act as an ambassador for GHS as well as for the Discipline involved.   
10.6.6      The Riders 
It is important that the following be addressed: 
o       If a team is selected on the basis that the final team and reserve is to be selected by the Chef d’Equipe, then the Chef d’Equipe must make the selection at the appropriate time using the selection criteria for making such selection as determined by the Discipline Committee. Such selection criteria are to be approved by the GHS Executive Committee. 
o       If the team and reserve is finally selected by the Selection Panel without any further selection being required by the Chef d’Equipe, then the team and the reserve must be made aware of this when the team is finally announced. In this instance the Chef d’Equipe will still be required to determine when the reserve is to be utilised as a team member.   
10.6.7      Team Behaviour: 
Once selected, the responsibilities of the Team members are as follows:

o       To organise their own transport and accommodation for the show.
o       To be available for any team practices or get-togethers.
o       To be available for the Colours Ceremony.
o       To timeously notify the Chef d’ Equipe of any unsoundness or illness of their
horse.
o       To ensure that their horse is in good condition and well turned out, and that
their tack and equipment is clean and in good condition.
o       To attend all social events organised by the Host Province at the show.
o       To be gracious if selected as the Reserve, and to be available to carry the flag if
required.
o       To act with good sportsmanship at all times, and to be ambassadors for GHS.   
Failure to comply could result in the rider having their colours rescinded.   
      11.     YOUNG RIDERS 

11.1          Young Rider’s committee   
APPOINTED BY THE GHS EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE IN TERMS OF CLAUSE 27 OF THE GHS CONSTITUTION 
11.1.1      The GHS Executive committee will appoint a GHS Young Rider’s Committee.  The rules and regulations governing such Committee are set out herein.    
11.1.2      The GHS Young Rider’s Committee may operate a fundraising account, subject to the following:  
o        The fundraising account will be held by the GHS administration and will be accounted for by GHS administration.    
o        Funds raised by the GHS Young Rider’s Committee will be deposited into this account and will be used for the benefit of the discipline as determined by the GHS Young Rider’s Committee.    
o        Funds may only be disbursed from this account if authorised by the Chairman of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee or any other committee member to whom he/she has delegated this authority by written notice given to the GHS General Manager.   
11.1.3      The Young Rider’s Committee will be funded by GHS as determined by the GHS Executive committee.    
11.1.4      The Young Rider’s Committee may undertake fundraising initiatives to generate funds for use by it through its fundraising account.   
11.1.5      Any newsletters (limited to 2 pages per mailing) of the Young Rider’s will be distributed with the GHS newsletter.   
11.1.6      The Chairman of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee will be co-opted to the GHS management committee.   
11.1.7      The members of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee will be appointed by the GHS Executive committee and will hold office for periods determined by the GHS Executive Committee.  Nominations may be made to the GHS Executive Committee in writing, signed by the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee and accepted by the nominee.   
11.1.8      The GHS Executive Committee will appoint, remove or replace the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee.   
11.1.9      The chairman of the GHS Executive Committee (or any other member of the GHS Executive Committee nominated by the chairman of the GHS Executive Committee for this purpose) will ex officio be a member of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee with the same rights as other Committee members.   
11.1.10   Any GHS Young Rider’s Committee member (other than the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee) may be removed by the GHS Executive committee if he absents himself without leave from 3 consecutive meetings of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee of which he is a member.   
11.1.11   The quorum for a meeting of the GHS Young Rider’s Committee will be 3 Committee members (excluding the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee).    
11.1.12   The GHS Young Rider’s Committee will meet at least 6 times in each membership year of the Society.     
11.1.13   The GHS Young Rider’s Committee is responsible for the running of the Young Rider’s programme in various disciplines as approved by the GHS Executive Committee, and provided that the GHS Young Rider’s Committee does not have authority over matters regulated by the GHS discipline committees and is to co-operate with the GHS discipline committees whenever necessary.   
11.1.14   The GHS Executive Committee has right to veto any GHS Young Rider’s Committee decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been implemented).     
11.2          Young Rider’s badges   
11.2.1      Young Rider’s Badges are as approved by the GHS Executive Committee from time to time.  
  
11.2.2      The Young Rider’s committee must submit its criteria for awarding these badges to the GHS Executive Committee for approval, and this is to be published on the GHS Website.  These criteria may not change without prior approval by the GHS Executive Committee. 
  
11.2.3      Young Rider’s will be determined in accordance with the current SANEF definition thereof, (unless otherwise approved by the GHS Executive Committee). At present these are Young Riders as from the year in which they turn 16 until the year in which they turn 21.    
      12.   EDS 

12.1          Protocol regarding EDS riders   
12.1.1      Applications must be made in writing on the approved form, together with proof of income. 
    
12.1.2      A needs analysis will be done by the GHS Office, and will be forwarded to the GHS Executive Committee for Approval. 
  
12.1.3      Application must be made on an annual basis. 
  
12.1.4      GHS will be reimbursed for membership and Horse Registration from the EDS fund. 
  
12.1.5      Showholding bodies who have agreed to sponsor Entry Fees to shows may be accredited as Supporters of the EDS by GHS as it sees fit, and will be encouraged to advertise this on schedules and programmes. 
  
12.1.6      GHS and SANEF have agreed to waive all levies on EDS riders, provided that they are registered on the scheme, and have entered correctly on the entry form. 
  
12.1.7      The onus is on the EDS rider to notify the Showholding Body on the entry form of his/her EDS status, and to establish whether the Showholding Body is an accredited supporter of the EDS Scheme. 
  
12.1.8      Although EDS riders are eligible for prize money, they will not be taken into consideration when counting the number of starters to calculate prize money.  They do have to be taken into account, however, for the number of starters in order to award grading points. 
  
12.1.9      When entries are sent in to the GHS Office for checking, Showholding bodies must clearly indicate EDS Riders.  
  
12.1.10   When results are sent in to GHS, the Showholding body must again clearly indicate how many EDS riders rode, in order for the correct billing of levies to be done. 
  
12.1.11   No mention will be made on the programme identifying specific EDS riders.     
      12.1.12 EDS funding is available as approved by the GHS executive committee in its sole 
      discretion from time to time for the following categories of persons:   
o        Previously disadvantaged persons in need of financial assistance. 
o        Any talented equestrian who is indigent.   
      12.1.13   The GHS executive committee will take into account the sustainability of the applicants' participation in equestrian sport on an ongoing basis in considering applications for EDS funding; same includes applicants having a support base in order to be able to participate in equestrian sport.   
      12.1.14   The GHS executive committee may require any proof to establish whether a person qualifies for EDS funding before approving such funding.   
12.1.15 Application for EDS funding will be made in the format determined by the GHS executive committee from time to time. 
12.2  Restriction of entries for EDS competitors by Show Holding Bodies

12.2.1 It is in the sole discretion of each Show Holding Body as to how many EDS entries it will accept for any competition or event, whether in respect of the number of entries by an EDS competitor or whether in respect of the number of EDS competitors for a competition or an event.

12.2.2 An EDS competitor may not be substituted in any competition (where such EDS competitor has been granted an EDS entry) with any other competitor unless the substituting competitor is also an EDS competitor (as determined by GHS).

13. SOUTH AFRICAN FLAG 

13.1          Use of the National Flag or any National Emblem   
13.1.1      No competitor may display (whether on his person, horse, equipment or otherwise) the South African Flag or any National Emblem in any format or manner whatsoever while at any event (including any grounds or function relating to any event), save where permitted by the SANEF Regulations.   
      14.   SPONSORSHIPS 

14.1          GHS Sponsorship and Donations   
14.1.1      All sponsorship must be invoiced by the GHS office and reflect VAT.   
14.1.2      Donations may be accepted without VAT, however no mention of the donor’s name or any of their advertising material may appear anywhere in a programme or schedule as donations are gratuities without a quid pro quo.   
14.2          Approval of Sponsored T-Shirts at an event   
14.2.1      Further to the SANEF Rule allowing Sponsored T-shirts to be worn at events below CN Status, Showholding bodies must first, timeously present a sample of these shirts to the GHS Office for approval.   
14.2.2      The sample will then be sent to the relevant Discipline Committee for approval.   
14.2.3      It then remains the discretion of GHS as to whether or not these shirts may be worn at the particular event.   
14.3          Protocol regarding procuring of sponsorships   
14.3.1      All Sponsorship for GHS events or Discipline or Regional fundraising, must be co-ordinated through the GHS office.
14.3.2      All Sponsorship is subject to VAT, and must be invoiced by the GHS Office. 
  
14.3.3      A finders fee (commission) will only be paid if it is by prior written arrangement with GHS, and subject to the Rules and Regulations of the Society. 
  
14.3.4      The finders fee (commission) is only paid in respect of the first Sponsorship, and is not paid in respect of the repeat or renewal of the Sponsorship for the next event or the next period of the Sponsorship. 
  
14.3.5      Once the Sponsorship has been handed over to GHS, the finder will forfeit any further rights or to any future sponsorship, unless agreed upon by the GHS Executive Committee. 
  
14.3.6      No commission or finders fee will be paid until receipt of money from the Sponsor. 
  
14.3.7      Should the Sponsorship fall though for any reason or the event be cancelled or postponed, no commission or finders fee will be paid, until such time as the Sponsorship is re-negotiated.   
14.4          KEP Signage Sponsorships
  
14.4.1      The proceeds of all sponsorships arising from the sale of KEP signage by GHS will be distributed as follows: 
o        Finder’s fee:  A maximum of 10 % of the full amount of the sponsorship may be paid to persons entitled to commission by prior written agreement with GHS (represented by the GHS General Manager and approved by the GHS Executive Committee) 
o        20% of the full amount of the sponsorship will be allocated to KEP general funds. 
o        70% of the full amount of the sponsorship will be allocated to the discipline procuring the sponsorship to be used as follows: 
         The training of officials for the discipline, to a maximum of 30% of the full amount of the sponsorship. 
         The balance for the improvement of KEP as determined by the relevant discipline committee and approved by the GHS Executive Committee.   
14.4.2      Sponsors must sign a written agreement with GHS (represented by the GHS General Manager and approved by the GHS Executive Committee) governing the displaying of the signage by the sponsor at KEP.   
14.5          Sponsorship for disciplines   
14.5.1      Where a discipline has raised sponsorship for a specific single discipline event (i.e. an event not part of a multi discipline show), if after all costs (including the GHS Sponsorhip levy) have been deducted from the sponsorship there remains a surplus on the sponsorship, application can be made to the Executive Committee for these funds to be transferred to a special fund.  No other show income (e.g. entry fees) will be taken into account when determining the surplus.  
14.5.2      This special fund can only be used for a KEP event or for the training of KEP Officials as approved by the executive committee.  
      15.  VETERINARY 

15.1          Equine Flu Directive 
(BASED ON GHS EMERGENCY RULING APPROVED JANUARY 2004 AND SANEF DIRECTIVE JANUARY 2004)   
15.1.1      SANEF DIRECTIVE:      
o       It is compulsory for all horses to be inoculated against Equine Influenza in accordance with the vaccine manufacture's instructions, and at least at intervals not exceeding six monGHS. 
o       Evidence of the inoculations must be entered in the horse's passport.  The date of the inoculation together with the batch number of the vaccine must be stated.   For passports that do not have designated pages for Equine Flu, the details must be entered on the pages headed "Vaccination Record - Diseases other than African Horse Sickness' (page 30 onwards). 
o       All entry forms for Events must evidence the batch number and date of the latest inoculations. 
o       Inoculations may be administered by the Person Responsible (as defined).  Owner or duly authorised representative, not necessarily by a veterinarian. 
o       No horse will be allowed at any venue unless evidence of a current inoculation is available.   

15.1.2      GHS SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS:       
o  All horses registered with The Society, and all horses, whether registered or not, competing at shows held under the auspices of The Society, or held by any of its Showholding Bodies, must be vaccinated against Equine Flu. 
o  A comprehensive list of registered vaccines is available from the GHS office, or on the GHS website – www.thsinfo.co.za under “Medication Control”. 
o  All horses must carry their passports to all shows, where random checks will be made.  It is up to each venue to determine how to administer the checking of the passports. 
o  Showholding bodies may only allow horses to enter a show/the venue at where the show is being held, if they comply with the above. 
o  It is strongly recommended that all horses at each stable yard be vaccinated, even if they are not competitive.   
15.2          Publication of Veterinary Articles 
15.2.1      Any Veterinary article compiled for publication in any GHS newsletter (including Discipline, Regional or other), or on the GHS Website will require Authorisation from Dr. Paul van Dam (SANEF Veterinary Delegate) prior to publication.  Authorisations must be obtained through the GHS Office.    
15.3          Infectious diseases   
15.3.1      Every competitor undertakes not to bring any horse to a show which has an infectious disease, whether notifiable or not, or which horse the competitor could reasonably be expected to know has an infectious disease.   
15.3.2      The competitor undertakes to withdraw the horse from the event (with forfeiture of the entry fee), if subsequent to entry it should develop, or should circumstances arise under which the competitor can reasonably be expected to know what the horse has developed or may develop, any such disease or ability to spread such a disease.   
      16.   GHS EQUESTRIAN ACADEMY 

16.1          Academy Committee 
16.1.1      The GHS Executive Committee will appoint a GHS Equestrian Academy Board.  The rules and regulations governing such Board are set out herein.    
16.1.2      The GHS Equestrian Academy Board may operate an Equestrian Academy fundraising account, subject to the following: 
o        The fundraising account will be held by the GHS administration and will be accounted for by GHS administration. 
o        Funds raised by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board will be deposited into this account and will be used for the benefit of the GHS Equestrian Academy as determined by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board. 
o        Funds may only be disbursed from this account if authorised by the Director of the GHS Equestrian Academy Board or any other board member to whom he/she has delegated this authority by written notice given to the GHS General Manager.   
16.1.3      The GHS Equestrian Academy will be funded by GHS as determined by the GHS Executive committee.   
o        Applications for funding will be made to institutions like the Lotto and “Operation Excellence” through the GHS Executive Committee. 
o        EDS funds may be released to the GHS Equestrian Academy by the GHS Executive Committee on approval of motivated application from the GHS Equestrian Academy . 
o        Participation by Previously Disadvantaged Equestrians in need of financial assistance may be obtained from the EDS fund as approved by the GHS Executive Committee. 
o        The GHS Equestrian Academy may undertake fundraising initiatives to generate funds for use by it through its fundraising account.   
16.1.4      Any newsletters (limited to 2 pages per mailing) of the GHS Equestrian Academy will be distributed with the GHS newsletter.       
16.1.5      The GHS administration will compile lists of members when necessary and make these available to the GHS Equestrian Academy to facilitate the functioning of the GHS Equestrian Academy system.    
16.1.6      The Director of the GHS Equestrian Academy Board will be co-opted to the GHS management committee.   
16.1.7      The members of the GHS Equestrian Academy board will be appointed by the GHS Executive committee and will hold office for periods determined by the GHS Executive Committee.  Nominations to serve on this committee may be made to the GHS Executive Committee in writing, signed by two nominators and accepted by the nominee.   
16.1.8      The GHS Equestrian Academy Board will appoint its Director and Assistant Director from amongst its members.  The GHS Equestrian Academy Board will furthermore have the power to remove and/or replace the Director or the Assistant Director at anytime.  All such appointments and removals are subject to ratification by the GHS Executive Committee.   
16.1.9      The chairman of the GHS Executive Committee (or any other member of the GHS Executive Committee nominated by the chairman of the GHS Executive Committee for this purpose) will ex officio be a member of the GHS Equestrian Academy Board with the same rights as other Board members.   
16.1.10   Any GHS Equestrian Academy Board member (other than the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee) may be removed by the GHS Executive committee if he absents himself without leave from 3 consecutive meetings of the GHS Equestrian Academy Board of which he is a member.   
16.1.11   The quorum for a meeting of the GHS Equestrian Academy Board will be 3 Board members (excluding the chairman or nominated member of the GHS Executive Committee).   
16.1.12   The GHS Equestrian Academy Board will meet at least 6 times in each membership year of the Society.   
16.1.13   The GHS Equestrian Academy Board is responsible for the development of equestrian sport, in spheres determined by, and subject to the authority of the GHS Executive Committee; and provided that the GHS Equestrian Academy Board does not have authority over matters regulated by the GHS discipline committees and is to co-operate with the GHS discipline committees whenever necessary.  Furthermore, the GHS Equestrian Academy Board: 
o        Will be responsible for the development of skills and potential of talented equestrians. 
o        Will be responsible for the development of skills and potential of Previously Disadvantaged Equestrians. 
o        Be responsible for the upgrading of the level of proficiency of Instructors. 
o        Will be responsible for the upgrading of the level of proficiency of officials  (if required by the GHS discipline committee concerned and subject to the rules, regulations and authority of the GHS discipline committee concerned). 
o        Will be responsible for the holding of seminars/clinics where appropriate. 
o        Will be responsible for social consciousness projects. 
o        Will be responsible for producing the GHS Equestrian Academy newsletter.   
16.1.14   The GHS Equestrian Academy Board are entitled to appoint sub-committees, subject to the following:    
o        The composition of such sub-committees will be determined on the basis selected by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board. 
o        Such sub-committees will have the functions and authorities delegated to them by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board from time to time, subject to such conditions as may be imposed by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board. 
o        Such sub-committees may be disbanded by the GHS Equestrian Academy Board at any time. 
o        The GHS Equestrian Academy Board has right to veto any sub-committee decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been implemented).   
16.1.15   The GHS Executive Committee has right to veto any GHS Equestrian Academy Board decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been  implemented).    
16.1.16   The secretarial work of the GHS Academy will be undertaken by the GHS office.    
16.1.17   Local instructors will be encouraged to provide assistance to the GHS Equestrian Academy at discounted rates in exchange for credits which may be applied by them towards the cost of attending courses presented by the GHS Equestrian Academy .   
16.1.18   Loyalty Programme: 
o        Instructors will be encouraged to provide assistance to the GHS Equestrian Academy at discounted rates in exchange for loyalty credits which may be applied by them towards the cost of attending courses presented by the GHS Equestrian Academy . 
o        A discount of at least 25% will be requested. 
o        R1 will equal 50c redeemable credit. 
o        Therefore:  An instructor who gives a 50% discount on a R1 000.00 account will be paid R500 in cash and R250 in credits, which will amount to a true discount of 25%. 
o        Credits will only be paid out to Instructors who have assisted the Academy on request and are part of the system. 
o        The funds for the credits will remain in a separate account and will be approved as part of the finances approved for a project.   
      17.   GHS MULTI LEAGUE 
17.1          GHS Multi League Committee   
17.1.1      The GHS Executive Committee will appoint a GHS Multi-League Committee.  The rules and regulations governing such Committee are set out herein.    
17.1.2      The GHS Multi - League Committee may operate a fundraising account, subject to the following: 
o        The fundraising account will be held by the GHS administration and will be accounted for by GHS administration. 
o        Funds raised by the GHS Multi-League Committee will be deposited into this account and will be used for the benefit of the discipline as determined by the GHS Multi-League Committee. 
o        Funds may only be disbursed from this account if authorised by the Chairman of the GHS Multi-League Committee or any other committee member to whom he/she has delegated this authority by written notice given to the GHS General Manager.   
17.1.3      The Multi-League Committee will be funded by GHS as determined by the GHS Executive committee.     
o        The Multi-League Committee may undertake fundraising initiatives to generate funds for use by it through its fundraising account.   
17.1.4      Any newsletters (limited to 2 pages per mailing) of the Multi-League will be distributed with the GHS newsletter.    
17.1.5      The Chairman of the GHS Multi-League Committee will be co-opted to the GHS management committee.   
17.1.6      The members of the GHS Multi-League Committee will be appointed by the GHS Executive Committee and will hold office for periods determined by the GHS Executive Committee.  Nominations  may be made to the GHS Executive Committee in writing, signed by the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the GHS Multi –League Committee and accepted by the nominee.   
17.1.7      The GHS Executive Committee will appoint, remove or replace the Chairman and Vice Chairman of the GHS Multi-League Committee.   
17.1.8      The Chairman of the GHS Executive Committee (or any other member of the GHS Executive Committee nominated by the chairman of the GHS Executive Committee for this purpose) will ex officio be a member of the GHS Multi-League Committee with the same rights as other Board members.   
17.1.9      Any GHS Multi-League Committee member (other than the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee) may be removed by the GHS Executive committee if he absents himself without leave from 3 consecutive meetings of the GHS Multi-League Committee of which he is a member.     
17.1.10   The quorum for a meeting of the GHS Multi-League Committee will be 3 Committee members (excluding the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee).     
17.1.11   The GHS Multi-League Committee will meet at least 6 times in each membership year of the Society.     
17.1.12   The GHS Multi-League Committee is responsible for the running of Little League and Multi-Leagues in all of the age-groups or categories as approved by the GHS Executive Committee, and provided that the GHS Multi-League Committee does not have authority over matters regulated by the GHS discipline committees and is to co-operate with the GHS discipline committees whenever necessary.   
17.1.13   The GHS Executive Committee has right to veto any GHS Multi-League Committee decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been implemented).     
      18.   REGIONAL COMMITTEES 

18.1          Regional Committees   
18.1.1      The GHS Executive Committee will appoint a GHS Regional Committee for each GHS region. The rules and regulations governing such committees are set out herein.    
18.1.2      The GHS regional committees will operate fundraising accounts, subject to the following: 
o        The fundraising accounts will be held by the GHS administration and will be accounted for by GHS administration. Each region will have its own fundraising account which is ear-marked for it.   
o        Funds raised by the GHS regional committees will be deposited into this account and will be used for the benefit of the region as determined by the GHS regional committee concerned.   
o        Funds may only be disbursed from this account if authorised by the chairman of the GHS regional committee concerned or any other committee member to whom he/she has delegated this authority by written notice given to the GHS chairman and the GHS General Manager.     
18.1.3      The cost of mailing of Regional newsletters by GHS, and all GHS Regional administration as carried out by the GHS office, will be borne by GHS, together with other Regional costs as approved by the GHS Executive Committee.        
18.1.4      There will be no GHS regional membership unless the GHS Executive Committee otherwise determines in consultation with the GHS regional committees.   
18.1.5      The newsletters of the GHS regional committees will be distributed with the GHS newsletter.     
18.1.6      The GHS administration will compile lists of the members in the various regions and make these available to the GHS regional committees to facilitate the functioning of the GHS regional committee system.   
18.1.7      The boundaries of the GHS regions will be determined by the GHS Executive Committee in consultation with the GHS regional committees.   
18.1.8      The chairmen of the GHS regional committees will be co-opted to the GHS management committee.     
18.1.9      Any GHS member may vote for and serve on a GHS regional committee. The GHS regional committee members must reside in their regions.   
18.1.10   The persons who vote for, and serve on, GHS regional committees will be GHS members who reside in their regions.   
18.1.11   The GHS regional committees for each region are to be elected at the GHS regional annual meeting for a particular region.   
18.1.12   The GHS regional committees will each comprise of 6 persons. Two further GHS regional committee members may be co-opted by the GHS regional committee during the year.  All committee members will have a vote.  50% of the committee will retire at the 2003 GHS Regional Annual Meeting for the particular region, by the drawing of lots, at the GHS regional AGM thereafter 50% of the members longest in office since their last election will retire. The retiring member may or may not offer themselves for re-election.   
18.1.13   The nominations for the election of the GHS regional committee, which must be in writing, signed by two nominators and accepted by the nominee, are to be received by the GHS office by the date to be set for such purpose by the GHS office.     
18.1.14   The GHS regional committee will immediately after the end of its annual regional meeting elect its chairman and a vice-chairman. The GHS regional committee will furthermore have the power to remove and/or replace the regional chairman or the regional vice-chairman at anytime.   
18.1.15   The chairman of the GHS Executive Committee (or any other member of the GHS executive committee nominated by the chairman of the GHS Executive Committee for this purpose) will ex officio be a member of each GHS regional committee with the same rights as other committee members.     
18.1.16   Any GHS regional committee member (other than the chairman or nominated member of the GHS executive committee) may be removed if he absents himself without leave from 3 consecutive meetings of the GHS regional committee of which he is a member.     
18.1.17   The quorum for a meeting of a GHS regional committee will be 3 committee members (excluding the chairman or nominated member of the GHS Executive Committee).     
18.1.18   Each GHS regional committee will meet at least 6 times in each membership year of the Society.   
18.1.19   The GHS regional committees are responsible for the development of equestrian sport in their regions, subject to the authority of the GHS executive committee, and provided that the GHS regional committees do not have authority over matters regulated by the GHS discipline committees and are to co-operate with the GHS discipline committees whenever necessary. Furthermore, the GHS regional committees will: 
o        Select the regional teams to represent their regions at regional shows. 
o        Will be responsible for the grading of venues in their region (if required by the GHS discipline committee concerned and subject to the rules, regulations and authority of the GHS discipline committee concerned). 
o        Will be responsible for the training of officials in their region (if required by the GHS discipline committee concerned and subject to the rules, regulations and authority of the GHS discipline committee concerned). 
o        Will be responsible for the holding of seminars in their region (if required by the GHS discipline committee concerned and subject to the rules, regulations and authority of the GHS discipline committee concerned). 
o         Will be responsible for producing the GHS regional newsletter.   
18.1.20   The GHS regional committees are entitled to appoint sub-committees, subject to the following:      
o        The composition of such sub-committees will be determined on the basis selected by the GHS regional committee. 
o        Such sub-committees will have the functions and authorities delegated to them by the GHS regional committee from time to time, subject to such conditions as may be imposed by the GHS regional committee.   
o        Such sub-committees may be disbanded by the GHS regional committee at any time. 
o        The GHS regional committee has right to veto any sub-committee decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been implemented).     
18.1.21   The GHS Executive Committee has the right to veto any GHS regional committee decision (save to the extent that such decisions have been implemented).   
18.1.22   In view of the fact that the dynamics of each region differs, each GHS regional committee will be required to present an annual blue-print for the development of its region for consideration by the GHS management committee.  
      19.  GHS LOGO 

19.1          Use of GHS Logo   
19.1.1      Only persons acting under the express written authority of GHS may make use of the GHS logo, letterhead or any other item containing the GHS logo.   
19.1.2      No alteration may be made to the logo, letterhead or such other item without written permission from the GHS Executive Committee.   
      20.  PARTICIPATION ON BEHALF OF GHS 

20.1          Team and Invitation Commitments   
20.1.1      Any competitor, who is selected to represent an official team must on being notified of the selection advise if he/she does not wish to participate in the team, failing which he/she is deemed to have agreed to participate in the team.  Thereafter the competitor must fulfill his/her obligations, unless he/she has a medical or veterinary certificate or valid reason, acceptable to the GHS Executive Committee, to excuse participation.   
20.1.2      Any rider accepting an invitation to participate in an invitation class or display must fulfill his/her obligations unless he/she has a medical or veterinary certificate or valid reason, acceptable to GHS Executive Committee, to excuse participation.   
      21.  NEWSLETTERS AND WEBSITES 

21.1          Distribution of newsletters   
All Regional, Discipline and other GHS newsletters may only be distributed to members through GHS mailing.   
21.2          Websites   
21.2.1      All Regions, Disciplines and other GHS Committees have been allocated a section on the GHS website.    
21.2.2      Regions, Disciplines and other GHS Committees may not have their own independent websites unless otherwise determined by the GHS Executive Committee.  In such event, the independent website must be accessed through the GHS website in a manner acceptable to the GHS Executive Committee.   
      22.  HEIGHT MEASURERS 

22.1          Approved Height measurers 
All horse measurers appointed by GHS in terms of SANEF General Regulations 05.3.7 will comply with the following criteria:   
22.1.1      The horse measurer is to use an approved calibrated measuring stick when measuring horses.  The calibrated measuring stick is to be approved by GHS General Manager (or any other person nominated by the GHS Executive Committee for this purpose).   
22.1.2      It is the responsibility of the horse measurer to have his/her measuring stick approved at least every 12 months by the GHS General Manager (or any other person nominated by the GHS Executive committee for this purpose).   
22.1.3      Horse measurers are those persons officially appointed as such by the GHS Executive committee, and will be persons who have the necessary expertise to act as horse measurers.   
22.1.4      Horse measurers will ensure that all horse measurements taken by them are correct and that all height certificates completed by them are correct.   
      23    DISCIPLINARY MATTERS   
      23.1          Maximum fines and periods of suspension   
      23.1.1      The maximum for fines as envisaged in clause 28.3.13 of the GHS constitution is 
      determined by the GHS executive committee as being R5,000.00.   
      23.1.2      The maximum number of days for suspensions as envisaged in clause 28.3.13 of the 
      GHS constitution is determined by the GHS executive committee as being 120 days.  
      23.2          Standing Disciplinary Committee   
      23.2.1      The GHS executive committee has appointed a standing disciplinary committee in terms 
      of clause 12 of the GHS constitution to deal with disciplinary matters.   
      23.2.2      The rules and regulations governing such standing disciplinary committee are set out 
      herein.   
      23.2.3      The chairman and members of the standing disciplinary committee will be those persons 
      appointed as such (and removed from such committee) by the GHS executive committee 
      from time to time.   
      23.2.4      The standing disciplinary committee is responsible for the following:   
o        The chairman of the standing disciplinary committee is responsible for the management of the standing disciplinary committee, the allocation of duties to the other members of the standing disciplinary committee, the administration of the disciplinary process together with the GHS office (including dealing with disciplinary related correspondences and communications from accused persons and their representatives) and advising the GHS executive committee (including the GHS chairman and the GHS vice-chairman) on disciplinary matters. 
o        The other members of the standing disciplinary committee may be appointed to act on disciplinary committees and to serve as prosecutors in accordance with clause 28 of the GHS constitution.  
      23.3          Experts 
      23.3.1      No experts envisaged in clause 28.3.1 of the GHS constitution who assist any 
      disciplinary committee may be paid fees and expenses unless expressly authorised 
      by the GHS chairman (or the GHS vice-chairman acting in his place).
      23.4
Blacklisting of members 
      23.4.1
In the event any person has been or is in contravention of any of the FEI, SANEF or GHS 
     Constitution and regulations; and is not a member of GHS, GHS will blacklist such person 
     from joining the society until the issue has been resolved to the satisfaction of the GHS 
     Executive committee through the appropriate disciplinary procedures or otherwise. 
      23.4.2
Alternatively, the person, at the election of GHS, may pay a donation to the EDS fund in 
    order to avoid the blacklisting.  Such amount and such election will be as determined by 
    the Disciplinary committee chairman, the GHS Chairman (or GHS vice-chairman in his place) 
    or the GHS Executive committee. 
      24. GHS FINANCES 
      24.1
Monies payable to GHS 
      24.1.1
Any payment due to GHS must be paid directly to GHS and may only be deposited into the 
    GHS Bank Account, which is in the name of GHS and which is designated by the GHS 
    Executive committee for such purpose from time to time. 
      24.1.2
No payment due to GHS may be paid directly into any member’s or other persons account     
    under any circumstances. 
      24.1.3
Subject to 24.1.2 hereof, no payment due to GHS may be received by a member on behalf of GHS unless expressly authorised in writing to do so by the GHS General Manager or GHS Chairman (or GHS vice-chairman in his place). 
      24.1.4
No committee of GHS may operate any bank account on behalf of GHS. 
      24.1.5
All GHS bank accounts are to be operated under the direct control of the GHS General Manager (acting on instruction of the GHS Executive committee)
   25.  GHS COMMITTEES  
    25.1 Management committee attendance  
    25.1.1 All members of the GHS executive committee are entitled to attend GHS management committee meetings. 
    25.1.2 Other committees entitled to be represented at the GHS management committee (either in terms of the GHS constitution or the GHS regulations) will be represented by the chairman of the committee concerned, failing which the vice chairman of the committee concerned, failing which any other informed member of the committee concerned nominated by the chairman of the committee concerned for this purpose. 
    25.1.3 Other persons are only entitled to attend GHS management committee meetings at the express invitation of the GHS executive committee chairman or the GHS executive committee.   
    25.2 Persons who may be a member of a GHS committee 
    25.2.1 Save as may otherwise be provided in the GHS constitution, only members of GHS who qualify to serve on the committee concerned may serve on committees and sub-committees of GHS.  
     25.3 Serving on a GHS Committee    
    25.3.1 No member of a GHS committee may serve on any other committee (whether of GHS or any other equestrian or other body) where same is in conflict with the interests of GHS as determined by the GHS Executive Committee.  

25.4 Drawing lots to determine retiring committee members
Where the GHS Constitution or the GHS Regulations require 50% of the members of any 
committee who have been longest in office since their last election to retire from the 
committee concerned, and more than 5O% of the members are so longest in office, then the members who are to be selected to retire from those who have been longest in office for the same periods of time will be determined by the drawing of lots by a meeting of such 
committee. This regulation supplements clause 10.3.1 (executive committee) of the GHS 
Constitution, clause 18.8 (discipline committees) of the GHS Constitution and clause 18.1.12 (regional committees) of the GHS Regulations and any other clauses of the GHS Constitution or GHS Regulations which subsequently come into force and which contain such a provision without determining a selection process for retirement where more than 50% of the members are longest in office.
    26. SA LIPPIZZANER FACILITIES  
    26.1 The SA Lipizzaner facilities at GHS comprise the following components:  
    26.1.1 The main stable block and other facilities within the Stable Block complex ("the Lipizzaner Facilities"). 
    26.1.2 The indoor facility, the kiosk area, the sand warm-up arena, the parking area and the toilet facilities ("the Shared Facilities"). 
    26.1.3 The stable block ("the GHS Stable Block") behind the Lipizzaner Facilities. 
    26.1.4 The Lipizzaner facilities are used exclusively by the SA Lipizzaners in terms of its agreement with GHS, and are out of bounds to GHS members other than with permission of the SA Lipizzaners.  
    26.2 The Shared Facilities are shared by GHS and by the SA Lipizzaners in terms of a written agreement between them with GHS, and are out of bounds to GHS members other than as agreed in writing between GHS and the SA Lipizzaners (but in any event subject to GHS members only then being able to use same with the express prior written approval of the GHS General Manager).  
    26.3 The GHS Stable Block is used exclusively by GHS in terms of its written agreement between with the SA Lipizzaners, and are out of bounds to GHS members other than with the express prior written approval of the GHS General Manager.  
    26.4 Any GHS member, GHS committee or other person or body wishing to use the Shared Facilities must request such permission from the GHS General Manager. The granting of such permission is in the sole discretion of the GHS General Manager (acting under authority of the GHS executive committee). Such permission will be granted in writing and may be made subject to such terms and conditions (including periods of use) as the GHS General Manager (acting under authority of the GHS executive committee) may determine. The GHS member, GHS committee, other person or other body will strictly abide by such terms and conditions.  
    26.5 The written permission granted by the GHS General Manager may be in any form of writing (including letter, telefax, email or SMS).
