INTER–REGIONAL DRESSAGE SELECTION CRITERIA GAUTENG WEST REGION

RECORDS AND ANALYING OF RECORDS 
All Graded Dressage show results from the last Inter-Regional competition, prior to selection will be noted.   Percentages over 60% will go on the long list. If necessary, in the event of a lack of riders, scores of 59% and below will then only be considered.  These results will make up our long list, from which we will choose our team riders and reserves.
· If short of riders for lower grade teams, from graded show and Inter-school results, we will also consider selection training shows and clinic results.  Riders are encouraged to do as many shows as possible should they wish to be considered for selection on a team.  Consistency is the key to a successful team.  
· Should we have an excess of qualifiers at a level, for our short list, preference will given to riders from the previous years' Inter-Regional teams with good performances, team spirit, length of partnership of horse and rider, soundness of horse, etc.
· Riders doing only ONE graded show during the qualifying period, at their selection level, will not be chosen for the team unless there are no other riders.
FINAL SELECTION 

Lower Grades:

Four team riders with 4 reserves, per level (PR Prelim, etc) will be selected from the criteria above.
Higher Grades:

Four team riders plus 4 reserves per age category, i.e. PR, J, A will be selected from the criteria above.

SELECTORS DECISION 

The final list will be reviewed and finalized by the Inter Regional West Gauteng committee for that year, after all the above selection criteria and comments are taken into account. In the event that there is a decision to be made between two riders; authority is given to the Selection Committee to choose who they deem to be the best at that moment. THIS DECISION WILL BE FINAL. It may be based on rider temperament, by vote, if in a previous team; the commitment and team spirit shown, however it is made, and it will be subjective.
