INTER-REGIONAL EQUITATION SELECTION - GAUTENG WEST REGION

· The selection is made by the committee member responsible for Equitation in conjunction with others who observe the shows regularly. The short lists are discussed with the full committee before announcement. The decision of the committee is final.

· The selectors will choose, and confirm the availability of a long list of potential team members for each grade which should be published. This list is compiled from the following sources:

1. Results submitted to the committee by the riders.

2. Scores obtained at GHS shows.

3. Scores obtained at Inter-schools shows.

4. Results of any clinics held, particularly in the lower grades.

5. If the number of riders available is still insufficient, promising show jumpers will be approached to compete in the appropriate grade.

· The selectors will then consider the following and observe potential team members. 
Rider and horse’s track record – both long term and most recent

- strengths

- weaknesses

- results

- consistency

The weighting of these facts is up to the selection panel and cannot be quantified. The onus however is on potential team members to make sure all relevant information is available to the selectors.

· Any changes of health or soundness to horse, or rider, must be notified to the selectors.

· The selectors will then produce a short list (at about the time of closing of entries) of 8 riders from which the team will be selected. The preferred 4 team riders are announced at this time, BUT MAY BE CHANGED AT THE DISCRETION OF THE SELECTORS PRIOR TO THE CLOSING OF NOMINATIONS.

This short list will firstly be advised to the West Committee who will be the only people allowed to query this situation and may make comment or suggestions for the selectors to consider.

· Chef’s d’Equipes will be selected from people who are knowledgeable, and involved with the team, at the discretion of the committee.

It is requested and expected that all long listed riders and connections accept the final decision.

The selectors should not be expected to explain their decisions to individuals and should in fact not discuss their decision processes outside the selection committee.
