INTER-REGIONAL SHOWING SELECTION CRITERIA – GAUTENG WEST REGION 
HORSE AND RIDER
Horse must have a history of soundness

Horses jumping or doing utility must be able to face obstacles generally found in Working Hunter classes and are not common in Show Jumping classes and Utility horses should be well practiced with picking up things and floppy things, trotting poles, bending poles, lanes etc

Horse and rider should be consistent throughout the year
Horse should be in “show” condition 

Riders should be able to ride accurately and controlled

Rider should be able to ride under pressure

Riders must always be dressed correctly and behave professionally, be well mannered and a good sport at all times under any circumstances

Rider and Horse will need to be registered with GHS

SELECTION OF TEAM
Both the Higher and Lower Grade Inter-regional teams will be selected using current results and consistency at shows.  Current points will be used as a guideline.

Previous results from last years Inter-Regionals will be taken into consideration

School league results will be considered

Where no results are available, a decision will be made on current form and what is best for the overall team.

SELECTORS DECISION 

The final list will be reviewed and finalized by the whole Inter Regional West Gauteng committee for that year after all the above selection criteria and comments are taken into account.  In the event that there is a decision to be made between two riders; authority is given to the Selection Committee to choose who they deem to be the best at that time. THIS DECISION WILL BE FINAL. It may be based on rider temperament, by vote, if in a previous team; the commitment and team spirit shown, however it is made, and it will be subjective.
