TO:  All Full Members and Reining Members of SANEF Provincial Bodies:
The Reining National Technical Committee [Board of the South African Reining Horse Association (SARHA)] has been approached by several individuals regarding the possibility of representing South Africa at the 2010 World Equestrian Games (WEG) in Lexington, Kentucky.

After reviewing the attached FEI Qualification Criteria for Reining, it has become clear that Reining will not be able to organize the two CRIs within South Africa that would be required for South Africa  to send a Team to the 2010 WEG.  The Reining Technical Committee has determined that the FEI Reining “Individual” option with individuals qualifying at CRIs held in the United States or Europe is the viable way for South Africa to be represented in Reining at the 2010 WEG.
Any South African passport holder who is either a Reining or a Full Member of a SANEF Provincial Body may attempt to qualify for a Reining “Individual” slot by participating in two scheduled CRIs and earning a minimum average score of 68 or higher in both events. Interested individuals must make all of their own arrangements and must pay for all of the expenses involved in qualifying.
An individual who successfully completes the two mandatory CRIs and achieves the minimum average score of 68 in both CRIs should submit his/her proof of qualification; the name and ownership details for the horse to be ridden in the 2010 WEG (including all costs involved with the use of the horse), and a certified copy  of his/her South African passport to the Reining Selection Committee, c/o Michelle Fouche, michelle@sareining.net, not later than 1 December 2009.  If more than two qualified individuals apply for the “Individual” slots, a Selection Committee will pick the two South African representatives from all qualified applicants. The decision will be based upon Selection Criteria developed by the Reining National Technical Committee.  A copy of the Selection Criteria will be available on the SARHA Web Site not later than 1 May 2009.
