The Games will be accessible to NFs in HippoBase only 

after the OC has received and approved the entry in principle. The NFs must designate and 

provide contact information for the person responsible for submitting entry fee payments. The 

OC will not accept incomplete entries.

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Certificate of Capability  
Certificates of Capability must be sent to the FEI and the OC by August 16, 2010 for all disciplines 

except Endurance (Art. 816.3.13). Endurance Certificates of Capability are due to the FEI by July 27, 

2010. Official FEI publications serve as the source for the qualification criteria that each athlete and horse 

must meet in order to compete. The FEI confirms a Certificate of Capability for every athlete and horse. 

Vaulting is the sole discipline where only vaulters have to qualify.

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7. Substitutions   

According to General Regulations article 116.4.2, nominated entries é must include a list of the names 

of Athletes and Horses from which the Definite Entries and any substitutions will be chosen and state the 

number of athletes and horses which the NF intends to send.  

In the event of an accident or illness of an athlete and/or horse, substantiated by a certificate from an 

officially recognized doctor and/or veterinarian, between the date of definite entries and at the latest one 

hour before the first horse inspection, substitutions of athletes and/or horses can be made. Such 

substitutions must be taken from the updated list of the NFôs nominated entries and require Ground Jury 

approval. For Eventing please also refer to Art. 510.4. For Endurance please also refer to Art. 828.3. For 

Reining refer Art.305. For Vaulting refer Art 710.  For Para-Dressage please also refer to Art. 8424. For

As soon as NFs have presented their entries, all Chefs de Mission, Chefs dôEquipe, athletes, also on 

behalf of the horse owners, as well as their employees/grooms, representatives and accompaniments are 

requested, upon arrival at the venue, to acknowledge and keep within the FEI Code of Conduct and all 

applicable FEI rules and regulations, including but not limited to the Equine Anti-Doping and Controlled 

Medication Regulations, as well as  to behave according to ethical principles in common practice. 

Violations will be dealt by the respective Ground Jury or Appeal Committee. All athletes and Chefs 

dôEquipe must sign the Code of Conduct and Athlete Waivers. Chefs dôEquipe are required to submit the 

signed copies of the Code of Conduct and Athlete Waivers to the Secretariat upon arrival. (See Annex I 

and II)  
 

Code of Conduct 

 

The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI) expects all those involved in international equestrian sport 

to adhere to the FEIôs Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the 

horse must be paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial influences. 

 

1. At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take 

precedence over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, 

farriery and tack, and transportation.  

2. Horse and athletes must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allowed to compete. 

This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy 

in mares and misuse of aids. 

3. Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the competition 

areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fitness of the horse for 

onward travel after the event. 

4. Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have competed 

and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper 

veterinary care, competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.  

5. The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their area of 

expertise. 

 

The OC reserves the right, to make use of all illustrations (photographs, images, videos, etc.) made on 

behalf of the OC during the event or on the show grounds for their commercial purposes, without the 

explicit consent of the person/athlete illustrated.

9. Venue

Liability  

The OC declines any liability for property or pecuniary damage which may happen to visitors, athletes, 

grooms and horse owners through slight negligence of the OC, his delegates or his assistants. The OC 

also declines any liability for theft, fire or other incidents. 

By making the definite entries each athlete declares that he/she has taken notice of the schedule and 

exclusion of the liability as set out in the schedule and that the athlete explicitly agrees therewith. All 

athletes are required to sign the waiver and Chefs dôEquipe are required to submit the form to the 

Secretariat upon arrival. (See Annex II)   

 

Insurance  

All Chefs de Mission, Chefs dôEquipe, athletes, owners, trainers, team veterinarians and their 

accompaniments are personally responsible for damages to third persons caused by themselves, their 

employees/grooms, their agents or their horses. They are therefore strongly advised to take out a third-

party insurance providing full coverage for participation in equestrian events at home and abroad, and to 

keep policy up to date. The OC/FEI will NOT be responsible for any damage caused by athletes, their 

horses, NF officials, their employees/grooms or their representatives.  

The horses competing in the Jumping Final are insured on standard conditions, death and loss of use for 

$1 million per horse. This policy is a partial insurance coverage for these horses. If the owners wish to 

have their horses covered for a greater sum they should take out an additional insurance policy 

themselves.

2. Western Equine Encephalitis 

3. West Nile Virus 

4. Equine Herpes Virus ï Type I 

All such vaccinations should be recorded on the horseôs individual passport or accompanying health

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10.4   Control Plan for Piroplasmosis-Positive Horses at the 2010 Alltech FEI World Equestrian 

Games (WEG) at the Kentucky Horse Park  

 

This control plan was developed cooperatively by the 2010 WEG Foundation, Kentucky Department of 

Agriculture, and USDA Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service (APHIS) to manage all horses 

positive to equine piroplasmosis that will participate in competition events during the 2010 Alltech FEI 

World Equestrian Games at the Kentucky Horse Park (KHP) in Lexington, Kentucky.  The control plan 

outlines specific requirements for piroplasmosis-positive horses to participate in the 2010 WEG and 

describes the control and monitoring plan to minimize the transmission of equine piroplasmosis to 

domestic horses. 

 

Identification, pre-export de-worming and quarantine of piroplasmosis-positive horses 

 

1. Space will be reserved in dedicated stables for piroplasmosis-positive horses only.  

 

2.  Piroplasmosis-positive horses must be identified by the participating National Federations  before 

presentation to the United States for entry.  

 All piroplasmosis-positive horses must be listed on the Application for Import or In Transit 

Permit (VS Form 17-129) and will be listed on the U.S. Department of Agriculture Permit to 

Import (VS Form 17-135) issued by the National Center for Import and Export prior to shipment.   

 National Federations must identify every Piroplasmosis-positive horse on the Hippobase Entry 

System in the space provided when Nominated Entries are submitted. 

 National Federations may be assessed a $1,000 (USD) processing fee by WEG authorities if 

horses arrive at the WEG quarantine without a previous declaration for piroplasmosis and are 

subsequently found to be positive for piroplasmosis.   

 Additionally, horses may be delayed exit from quarantine and will only be admitted to the 

piroplasmosis-positive horses stable.  All horses previously turned out together, or closely 

associated with a newly discovered piroplasmosis-positive horse, will undergo further testing and 

may be delayed exit from quarantine.   

 

3.  To assist in preventing the introduction of ticks to the KHP, APHIS will require every horse in the 

WEG to be administered a de-wormer containing ivermectin, doramectin, or moxidectin at a dose rate 

not less than 200 mcg/kg body weight during the 2- to 4-week period preceding entry to the KHP.   

Acceptable ivermectin products include many that are approved for use in de-worming horses.  The 

approved de-wormer will be administered by the National Federationôs team veterinarian or, if 

necessary, by piroplasmosis-positive horse quarantine personnel or other designated veterinary 

personnel.   

In each case, certification of the de-worming will be made by the administering officialôs signature on 

approved certificates.   

Horses will be detained and immediately de-wormed by the appropriate veterinary personnel if they arrive 

without this required de-worming certification.   

 

4. Piroplasmosis-positive horses will not be allowed entry into the United States prior to the opening of 

the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables at the KHP unless they are completing APHIS quarantine 

requirements and subsequently proceed directly to the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables when 

released from import quarantine.   
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Management of piroplasmosis-positive horses at the KHP  

 

1)   All horses entering the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables will be treated with an acaricide product 

at the import quarantine center or immediately upon arrival at the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables.   

Re-application will occur according to label instructions or as prescribed by APHIS and Kentucky 

Department of Agriculture veterinary staffs.   

All horses will undergo inspection for ticks upon entry or re-entry into the piroplasmosis-positive horse 

stables, including inspections after exercise, training, competition, or any other entry/exit from the stables. 

 

2)   When outside the stables, piroplasmosis-positive horses will have a unique identifier, e.g., a color on 

their numbers, and will only exercise in FEI-stewarded areas, including exercise prior to the 

commencement of the WEG.    

Additionally, the piroplasmosis-positive horses may require acaricide treatment before exiting the stables.  

 Piroplasmosis-positive horses will not be permitted to graze in any area other than the designated grazing 

area for piroplasmosis-positive horses.   

Any piroplasmosis-positive horse observed outside of this designated area by FEI stewards or other 

authorized personnel will be required to immediately return to the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables.  

These horses will be inspected and may be required to undergo treatment for ticks before entering the 

stable.  Additional appropriate actions may be implemented.   

 

3)  Piroplasmosis-positive horses should be exported from the United States within 10 days    after their 

competition and must be exported by the closing date of the piroplasmosis-positive horse stables at the 

KHP.   

Exceptions will only be made upon consultation and approval by appropriate APHIS personnel.

The athletes will be charged a fee of $15.00 per horse toward the costs of the above program. This fee

11.   Equine Services 

11.1 Opening of Venue 

The Kentucky Horse Park venue opens September 10, 2010. The arrival of horses to the venue will be 

dependant on length of time spent in quarantine, length of time in the United States and the discipline in 

which they are competing. 

 

11.2 Arrival Procedures (See Annex VI  for further information)  

Equine participating in the Games are required to be imported to the United States in accordance with the 

requirements established by the United States Department of Agriculture. 

 

 For participation in WEG, USDA will be extending CEM Waivers and allowing horses testing equine 

piroplasmosis positive to import with restriction.  In addition to the permanent importation centers 

operated by USDA in Miami, New York and Los Angeles; the World Equestrian Games is establishing a 

temporary import center to operate under USDA supervision at the Cincinnati Northern Kentucky 

International Airport.  With the exception of horses importing from countries not recognized by the 

USDA as being free from VEE or screwworm, federations may import through the Northern Kentucky 

Center during the times it is operational.  Horses from VEE or screwworm infested countries are required 

to be quarantined for a minimum of 7-days and will be completing their quarantine at the Miami Animal

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Horses importing through Miami or Los Angeles:  The organizer will work with federations required 

to import through Miami or Los Angeles to schedule the importation and transportation from Miami or 

Los Angeles to Lexington by air transport.  

 

Horses importing through New York:  The organizer will work with the federations to schedule these 

horseôs importation and transportation from New York to Lexington by ground transport. 

 

Horses entering into the U.S. from Canada: Horses entering the United States from Canada less than 

60 days before the Games must meet the following requirements:  

Must be accompanied by an original copy of export health certificate from country of origin. If original is 

not available, a copy endorsed by Canadian government veterinary officials is acceptable.  

Must be accompanied by certification from Canadian government veterinary officials that horses have 

been tested for Dourine, Glanders, Equine Infectious Anemia, Piroplasmosis, and have been released 

from quarantine. 

Horses must meet U.S. Contagious Equine Metritis, (CEM) protocol and be accompanied by 

documentation certifying to the testing. If not, they will be under the CEM waiver program. 

Horses coming from Canada into the US during the Games period, September 10, 2010 through October 

10, 2010, will be required to fly into the Cincinnati Airport and be met by USDA, cleared and then 

transported to the venue by horse van. Any NF whose horses arrive to the U.S. from Canada prior to the 

Games period must coordinate arrival with the USDA and will be obligated to pay any and all user fees.  

All Piroplasmosis positive horses will be required to enter the United States through a USDA approved 

port of entry Quarantine center. Quarantine sites for the 2010 Games are: Cincinnati/Northern Kentucky 

Airport KY, Miami Airport FL, New York Airport NY, Los Angeles Airport CA. 

 

All arrivals must be scheduled with the OC. 

Horses may not be unloaded without the authorization of the Stable Manager. 

 

Health Certifi cate 

At the time of the first examination, i.e. upon arrival of the horses on the show grounds and before 

entering the stables, every athlete is required to have on hand the health certificates and supporting 

documents required for the transport to the event and admittance to the stabling area. 

All horses must be verifiable vaccinated according to FEI Equine Influenza Regulations (Veterinary 

Regulations, Annex VI). 

To assist in preventing the introduction of ticks to the KHP, APHIS will require every horse in the WEG 

to be administered a de-wormer containing ivermectin, doramectin, or moxidectin at a dose rate not less 

than 200 mcg/kg body weight during the 2- to 4-week period preceding entry to the KHP.   

Acceptable ivermectin products include many that are approved for use in de-worming horses.  The 

approved de-wormer will be administered by the National Federationôs team veterinarian or, if necessary, 

by piroplasmosis-positive horse quarantine personnel or other designated veterinary personnel.   

In each case, certification of the de-worming will be made by the administering officialôs signature on 

approved certificates.   

Horses will be detained and immediately de-wormed by the appropriate veterinary personnel if they arrive 

without this required de-worming certification.   

See sections 7.3 and 7.4 for more information. 

 

The certificate must be issued in at least one official language of the country of destination and in one 

official language of the member country. The athlete must carry with him the original certificate, not a 

copy. 

 

Horse passport and veterinary documents ï including the health certificates for horses from foreign 

countries ï are to be submitted to the official show veterinarian immediately after the arrival of the horses 
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on the venue. These documents will also be handed back at the office of the official veterinarian ï after 

payment of all expenses. 

The organizer sees to it that on the competition site, a USDA accredited veterinarian is present to issue 

health certificates which are necessary for the transport of the horses to their destination abroad.

11.3 Departure Procedures 

Export requirements are set by the country of destination and are negotiated with USDA APHIS VS 

National Center for Import Export (NCIE). The negotiated certification protocols for each country are 

listed at the following URL address: http://www.aphis.usda.gov/regulations/vs/iregs/animals/. 

Most countries require an import permit for each shipment. The import permit should be obtained from 

the country of destination as early as possible to ensure import requirements can be met. 

Import requirements (IRegs and Import Permit) should be reviewed for destination country. Accredited 

veterinarian (WEG veterinarian) will examine the animal and review all required documents (test results, 

vaccination letters, and import documents). Special attention should be given to test dates. Depending on 

length of stay, additional testing may be required. Export certificates are to be completed by the 

accredited veterinarian and delivered to USDA APHIS VS import/export staff for review and 

endorsement.  

 

After endorsement of export certification documents, horses can be transported to their point of departure. 

 

All accounts with the World Equestrian Games 2010 Foundation, Inc. and its partners must be settled at 

the Secretariat prior to departure. This includes charges for farrier or veterinary services, feed, hay, 

bedding, etc.  

 

Passports will not be returned until all accounts with the World Equestrian Games 2010  

Foundation, Inc. and its partners are settled. 

 

 

12.  Feed, Hay and Bedding (See Annex VII  for further information)  

The United States Department of Agriculture will not permit the import of hay with viable seeds into the 

United States. Top quality hay will be provided. U.S. and Canadian horses may not bring their own hays 

due to the Piroplasmosis requirements.  

 

Horses will be stabled by discipline. 

Additional horses not officially participating in the FEI WEG cannot be brought to the venue.

b) Everyone must pay any additional costs (phone, mini-bar, parking, etc.) directly to the hotel before 

departure. Therefore, all guests (including those staying at the expense of the OC) must present their 

credit card upon checking in at their hotel. 

 

c) Anyone needing accommodation before or after the period free of charge as stated above can request 

this through the Shortôs Sport and Event Logistics (see GR 131) within the above stated declaration dates. 

Fulfillment of such requests depends on the availability of accommodation. Previous payment at oneôs 

own expense directly to the hotel will be required. 

 

d) Athletes not wishing to make use of the hotel reservation as made by the OC will receive no total or 

partial reimbursement for unused accommodation.

19.    Transportation 

19.1 Shuttle Service 

Chefs de Mission, Chefs dôEquipe, athletes, veterinarians and trainers will be greeted at the airport with 

their assigned vehicle and driver. Based on the size of the NF delegation, each team will have their own 

assigned vehicle(s) and driver(s). This driver will transport the group to and from the hotel during the 

competition.  

 

19.2  Parking Passes 

The assigned team vehicle(s) will have their own entrance and parking at the venue. Limited parking 

passes will be available for purchase by NFs for additional parking at the venue.   

 

19.3 Grooms Shuttle 

A shuttle will be provided between the Grooms Village and the Barns on a 24 hour basis.  During daytime 

hours, a shuttle will run at regular intervals from the groomôs village to the barns.  At night, shuttles will 

be on call.  One shuttle will be staged at the Grooms village and one shuttle at the barns and each will run 

as needed. A time schedule for the shuttle will be provided. 

 

20.  Reimbursement of Travelling and Transportation Expenses (GR Art 131 )   
The OC will provide a travel allowance to all teams shipping horses overland to the venue within the 

Games period (September 10, 2010 through October 10, 2010).  

 

21.  Settlement of Accounts 

Reimbursement of prize money, transport and traveling expenses will be paid out by bank transfer 

from the OC only to the respective NFs by October 18, 2010. For this purpose the NFs are requested to 

state their bank information (name of recipient, bank name, bank code, account number, IBAN and BIC 

codes) in the form in Annex III . The NFs will receive receipts for the settlement of account per athlete by 

regular mail.  

Passports will not be returned until all accounts with the World Equestrian Games 2010 

Foundation, Inc. and its partners are settled. 
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22.  Protests according to Art 163 

Protests may be lodged by Presidents of NFs, Officials, Chefs dôEquipe or, if a Chef dôEquipe is not 

present, by a Person Responsible or a Team Veterinarian responsible for horses taking part in the Event, 

with the exception of protests for abuse which may be lodged by any person or body.  

 

An arbitration procedure is provided for under the FEI Statutes, 22
nd

 Edition November 2008 and the FEI 

General Regulations, 23
rd
 Edition 2009. In accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision 

rendered by the FEI or its official bodies must be settled exclusively by the ñCourt of Arbitration for 

Sportò (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland. 

 

23.  Event Organization (Art 109 and 110) 

In exceptional circumstances, together with the approval of the Chefs d'Equipe, host NF delegate, if any, 

and the Ground Jury, the OC may change the schedule in order to clarify any matters arising from an 

omission or due to unforeseen circumstances. Any such changes must be notified to all athletes and 

officials as soon as possible and they must be reported to the FEI Secretary General by the President of 

the Ground Jury. 

 

24. Cancellation of the Event 

If special circumstances demand it, the OC reserves that right to take all necessary actions including the 

cancellation of the event by repaying the entry fee, with the approval of the FEI.  

 

25.  Sponsor Logo (Art 135)  
The OC authorizes the athletes to carry the ñLogoò of their personal sponsor on their clothing, saddle 

cloth or carriage (Art 135.2), except in team competitions. In the team competitions only the national logo 

and the sponsor logo of the national team are permitted. The Chief Steward is responsible for ensuring 

that FEI Regulations relating to Art 135 are respected by athletes before entering the arena. Athletes not 

complying with Art 135 will not be permitted to enter the arena during competition. See Art. 521.10 

(2010 Rules for Eventing) and relevant discipline rules. 

 

26.   Athletes whose horses leave the venue without permission of the OC during the Games (from 

the first horse inspection until after the announcement of the results of the last competition) will be 

disqualified.   

 

27.  Horse Vans 

There may be a limited number of spaces to park athlete horse trailers for the duration of the respective 

disciplines. These spaces will be allocated provided the Organizing Committee has received a request 

prior to the closing date of the definite entry. These spaces can be used to store athlete horse vans ONLY; 

under no circumstances can these spaces be used as overnight living/sleeping quarters. 

 

28.  Stable Security (Vet Regs Art 1005.2.5)  

The following security regulations of the Fire Department must be obeyed: 

Á Smoking is strictly prohibited in the entire stable area. 

Á Open fires (e.g. camping stoves) are strictly prohibited. 

Á Only the actually needed amount of feed supplies may be stored in the stables. 

Á Open space and entry ways between the stables may not be obstructed by trucks or vans. 

Á All electrical plugs must be three-pronged. 

Á No one is allowed to stay in the stables overnight due to the local fire ordinance. 

Those who disregard the above security regulations will incur a fine levied by the OC. 
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29.  DOGS (AND ALL OTHER PETS) ARE STRICTLY PROHIBITED ON THE ENTIRE 

VENUE AS WELL AS THE CROSS-COUNTRY, MARATHON AND ENDURANCE COURSES 

AND THE KENTUCKY HORSE PARK CAMPGROUND.  

 

30.  Use of golf carts and bicycles on venue 

A limited number of golf carts will be available for rental to NFs based on the size of their delegation. No 

personal golf carts may be brought to the venue. Bicycles will also be available on the grounds to rent. 

Personal bicycles are permitted on the venue. 

Golf Carts and Bicycles must adhere to the designed vehicle routes. 

No other personal motorized transport will be permitted on the venue. 

 

31.  Chefsô Working Room 

The OC will provide one working room (40 person workspace) for all Chefs de Mission and Chefs 

dôEquipe. The room will have internet access.  

 

32.    Ceremonies 

32.1 Opening Ceremony  

All athletes present on the venue at the time of the Opening Ceremonies are invited to participate in the 

Opening Ceremonies on September 25, 2010 from 19:00 to 21:00. 

 

32.2   Closing Ceremony 

All gold medallists are requested to be present, at the NFs expense, for the Closing Ceremonies on 

October 10, 2010 from 16:00 to 18:00. All athletes are welcome to participate. 

 

32.3   Medal and Prize-Giving Ceremonies 
The medal ceremonies for the FEI World Championships will take place immediately following each 

competition (except Endurance and Vaulting) and will include only the medal winners (except the 

Jumping Final: all 4 finalists) with their winning horses, including the lap of honor. 

 

All medallists (individuals and teams) must take part in the official medal ceremonies. All Medallists, 

except for vaulters, are expected to be mounted or with carriages, in keeping with the tradition of the 

sport, for the medal ceremonies as part of accepted FEI protocol. 

 

32.5   Additional Presenting Ceremonies 
Following the official prize-giving ceremonies, the OC on behalf of the Mayor of Lexington requests that 

all medallists (individuals and teams) take part in additional presenting ceremonies and celebrations in the 

City of Lexington (according to the schedule). (See Annex X) 

 

32.6    Mixed Zone, Press Conferences, Interviews and Autograph Sessions 

All Chefs de Mission, Chefs dôEquipe, athletes, team officials and especially medallists and placed riders 

must be available for interviews and autograph sessions when requested by the OC. 

 

32.7    Kiss & Cry Areas 
Each stadium has a so-called ñKiss and Cryò area to which a maximum of 4 persons pertaining to the 

relevant athlete currently in the arena will be allowed. 
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33. National Federation Hospitality 

The National Federationôs Tent is located adjacent to the hospitality compound near the Main Stadium.  

Information regarding access to the National Federationôs  Tent will be sent by the United States 

Equestrian Federation, beginning in January 2010, to Federations who have indicated they are planning to 

send teams.  Access Passes will be available to purchase or for each of two sessions.  Session I provides 

access from Saturday September 25 ï Sunday, October 3 and includes Reining, Endurance, Dressage, and 

Eventing.  Session II spans from Monday October 4 ï Sunday, October 10 and includes Jumping, Para-

Dressage, Vaulting, and Driving.
