My first outing this year was at the stunning Northern Farms venue with our new baby, five year old Opera Score: 
Anyone not been here yet must see this place. A world class eventing venue in SA with tracks from hacking trails to 3 star - the really scary stuff!!! We managed a stunning dressage test @ 75%, largely due to the Nagging I’ve had from my dressage coach Patrick Brown which put us well in the lead after dressage. The next day I tried really hard to blow the class by sailing past fence 5. Fortunately the dementia passed before tackling fence 6, a quick hack round the country side and we were back in front of fence 5. The rest of the
xcountry passed without any further jockey errors and we finished with only a couple of time penalties. Good horse :)   The final phase (jumping) was not pretty, as the rider had a serious nerves attack- being so far in the lead creates its own unique level of pressure. With me pushing & pulling I have no idea how the little horse (15.1) managed to keep his feet out of the way, but thankfully he did. A definite case of the horse helping the jockey, quiet remarkable for such a novice horse. It will be interesting to see if we can repeat the win when we move up to Pre novice and if the jockey can ride a tad better and actually help the horse at the novice festival later this month?
Well 2010 certainly has got off to flyer: The baby (Opera Score) managed a place in the 90's championship class (Novice festival) which was a real test of your homework: lots of direction changes (balance questions) and related distances (regularity of stride) coming off both uprights and oxers- a real good test to see if you could jump in on the correct length of stride and then maintain it. Show jumping really does become so much more than popping over some poles when the course builder sets interesting tests. More like a dressage test
with jumps in the way :)  La Godimo horse trials this past weekend also went well for Opera. A reasonable dressage test put us just behind the leader, a good clear show jumping phase was followed by a very uneventful xcountry phase. The leader did not oblige with a couple of faults so no change in the final placing. 
Our other baby was due to have her first outing here, sadly she came out of the trailer with a huge hock, so that was that.
I do hope to see some of the Limpopo folks at the forthcoming inter regional horse trials?

Article of the Month

Our first round of lessons with Candice Hobday.

Inside leg to outside rein.  Connection.

We have all heard this.  We have all read this.  But how many of us actually ride using this, or actually understand the concept?

Candice spent her entire first day of lessons with this as her theme.  Each horse and rider was encouraged to get off the inside rein and more into the outside rein.  And each horse became more through and over its back as a result.  

She was also very good with the two youngsters that rode with her.  Danica and Michael van Zyl also had very productive lessons, working on their connection with their ponies just as hard as the adult riders.

Candice will be back on Monday for day two of our clinic, and I think we are all looking forward to what we will be challenged to do.

It all boiled down to getting the horse properly in front of the leg, then flexing him to the inside with the inside rein and using half halts on the outside rein to encourage him to balance on the outside rein.  Once he softened into the outside rein, the inside rein could be given forward in a quick neck pat as a reward and a test of the self carriage.

It was interesting to watch all of the horses change shape as they progressed through the lesson. They all became more active from behind, and rounder over the back instead of being round just in the neck.  And each rider could feel the difference in their ride as this happened.

It is a few months until Candice’s next visit, so we all have our homework so that when she returns, we can show that we have begun to master this concept.  And that the horses are working better as a result.

Before :  short neck, dropped back. Although on the bit in frame, she is not over the back.

Her strides were short, head carriage unsteady, and rhythm not always regular.


After : longer neck, back more up, tracking up correctly. Head steady and rhythm active and regular.
