After some intensive physio work on the Friday poor Woody was still feeling the after effects but managed a 59.47% and 60.50% putting him 12th and 9th in his Novice classes.  He decided the people next to the arena in the 2nd test were REALLY scary and spooked quite badly coming off the centre line (I thought I was going to be deposited in the judge’s box).  Judge was very nice, telling me to take my time turning him around to carry on.  He did the entire test, a little nervous in that corner, but still staying with me.  She actually wrote ‘obedient horse’ on the bottom of the test in her comments as a result.  Just proves that a little flutter in the test doesn’t need to ruin the entire test.

On the Sunday, Tag woke up in season (there was a little stallion about two doors down from her, and I think this might have had something to do with it), and decided that Elementary 2 really needed some handstands and bucks in the medium work.  She was just generally tight and argumentative, so getting 52.60% on that test was quite amazing, but placed us fair and square in last place.  In the second test she settled down a little and we managed to pull the score up to 57.85% which put us eighth.  The judge in the second test judged my very first tests at GHS many years ago.... where she actually said to take Tag home and school her.  Wonder if she would even remember that! J

JUNE:Dawn  took part at the Linbro Park Dressage show on her two horses at the beginning of June.
Tag her elementary mare preformed two beautiful tests getting 57% in Elementary 3 and 60% in Elementary 4. Tag now has enough points to go up to Elementary Medium, though Dawn will be staying in Elementary for the moment.

Well done.

Opera Score (Boykie) March April update:

March and April have been busy months, starting with the KEP Classic. A treat for the baby classes (90cm) to be jumping in the top of Bob Charter. Almost as spooky as the bottom half with pole pickeruperers lurking in the dyke!!!  2 double clears in excellent company. We were especially chuffed with the speed class, the last line being a big double with 5 strides to a very spooky Landover upright (causing many to back off it) Well my jumping coach Bryce tells me to drop a stride to this- jumping into the double strong and pushing on the first stride- you gota be kidding Bryce he’s 5. Well off we went with a flea in our ear and gave it a go- it worked. So rewarding to execute something you have practiced at home, where it counts. Again - reinforcing the importance of flat work.

The following weekend we were off to Inanda for the Novice Champs- always a great weekend of sport. Tim seems to have an uncanny knack of scaring the Novice Champs riders while leaving the horses totally unphased. 
Our dressage was not appreciated by the judge resulting in yours truly having a severe case of the sulks ( . Lying nowhere after dressage we cantered round the cross country in a very sulky/ leisurely way- No way I am gona risk our necks with this dressage score I thought- Ooops wrong plan,  the country proved the undoing of most ahead of us. We would have ended up 2nd rather than 4th if the jockey had been more positive. There is a moral in there somewhere I’m sure. Still, a lovely weekend, capped off by Francois Viljoen giving everyone a master class in how to ride cross country. A treat to watch.

The following weekend should have been a rest weekend for the youngster with England Swings making his dressage comeback after 6 months rest. One of his paddock “friends” decided to take a chunk of his skin, just where the saddle goes, minutes before he was due to be plaited. Not wishing to waste the entry Boykie is tarted up and off we go- bear in mind he has only done a couple of prelims to date; Well this little horse just continues to amaze- 2 x 63+% scores and a ticket. Were we over the moon or what ( Even beating a couple of the Lippies!!!!!

March was completed with another visit to Inanda. A silly pole in the jumping phase resulted in another 4th place. 

April saw us at a very wet Easter festival, 3 double clears in the 90’s , very satisfying with the 1M classes now on the radar. Boykie did give me one moment of terror: The double was sited just after a huge puddle, more like Inanda’s water complex, Boykie looked at this and clearly thought it was a water question, backs himself up to trot and proceeds to treat the double a as a trot gymnastic!!!!

Next we were yet again at Inanda for Boykie’s first 1M class. Class one was a 90cm with the related distance from the double to an oxer catching us out in the jump off. Again the little horse excelled himself in his first 1M class with just the first fence down.

 An interesting element that the course builder (Bill Johnson) added was an 11 stride Ascending spread to an upright on a dead strait line passing parallel to the stadium. This caused havoc as to land and sit and wait and wait and wait on a level stride for this jump to come to you takes a huge amount of self discipline, as if this was not enough you had all the spooky stuff/humans on your left. Speaking to Bill afterwards this is something we can expect to see more and more of, as the local course builders have borrowed it from their overseas counterparts.

The following day we popped round to 4ways for their training day with England Swings and the other baby Brutal Fruit (Tipsy)

Tipsy had a trot round the two 50cm classes and Swing started his comeback with a win in the 70 derby class. It was great to see a fellow Limpopo rider there proudly sporting the blue Limpopo shirt: Not sure of the young ladies name but Hi to you and I hope to see you at 4ways event show.
