Please note that a letter from SANEF confirming your ticket purchase is unnecessary in terms of the US Visa requirements.  Please see requirement below from the US Embassy.

“Those who are just attending the Games as spectators would only require the general business/tourist (b1/b2) visa, and should follow all the standard procedures on our website,  http://southafrica.usembassy.gov/non-immigrant_visas.html .  It would  be the same procedures as if they were going on vacation to Disneyland, or to see the Yankees play - they would just need to be able  to demonstrate their personal, professional and economic ties to South Africa and fill out all the required application forms listed on our  website, the proof of payment of the application fee, etc.”

Samantha will join a South African squad of 63 Athletes who will take part in the inaugural 2010 Youth Olympics.  The Youth Olympics will host 3600 Athletes aged between 14 and 18 years old.

South African rider, Alexander Peternell finished the gruelling Badminton Horse Trials with a score of 64.3 for Dressage,  17.2 time penalties in the country, and 3 poles plus 3 time penalties in show jumping.   Alexander rides Tiger’s Eye.
Martyn Swanepoel Qualifies for World Equestrian Games Eventing
Martyn Swanepoel  qualified for WEG 2010 at the CCI3* Bramham, UK on his Namibian Warmblood Kardinal.   Martyn obtained a score of 55% in the Dressage,  had a good clear in the cross country and in the show jumping phase had one pole down.  He finished in 19th place overall.   

This brings to 6 the total number of South African Eventing riders who have qualified to ride at the World Equestrian Games in USA in September.  The others who have qualified are:  Graham Winn, Heidi Wood, Paul Hart, Douglas Welsh and Alex Peternell. 

Denise Hallion

Denise was invited by the UK magazine Horse and Rider to ride at a Stephen Clarke clinic.  Her description of her experience follows.   “Stephen is an international judge and trainer and is very highly regarded.  I had a session on both of my horses.  He thought my 6 year old, Wervelwind, was super, and said that he was probably one of the best young horses he had seen on the international circuit.  Stephen felt that the horse has all the ability to go to Grand Prix.  With Bomond we had an equally good session,  Stephen said he was very expressive in the trot work and accurate and tidy in the canter.  I discussed with him our goal to get to the Olympics and he felt that all things going according to plan,  it would most certainly be achievable.   His training was very structured and I learned many good tips from Stephen.  I had a fantastic day.  I will send a copy of the article once it comes out.

 

I took Bomond to his first Premier League show in Britain.  His trot work was amazing and we got consistent 7's and 8's throughout, in the canter we had a few communication errors in the changes  (we have been doing a lot of training on the one time changes at home for the Grand Prix so he really thought I wanted one time changes in my three time and four time changes).  But having made those expensive mistakes, on the first day we scored 64.47% and ended up 10th out of about 35, and on the second day we had similar errors and scored 65.39% and came 7th.  I was really excited with these scores as a clean test would really produce a good qualifying percentage.
On Thursday this week I took Bomond to another show to work on the consistency of our changes, he was fantastic and won on a score of 68%.  I was delighted.  They were doing judge training on that day so we had a about 15 judges watching us to add to the pressure.  What fun!!!   I also entered Wervelwind in the Medium, and he too won.  So we had a real good day out.  I have entered all the Premier League shows , there is one, sometimes two a month.  As we have only had Bomond for 6 months these Premier shows are proving a good asset to our training, it is a good place for us to build a relationship and  we are competing against most of the top British riders.”

Lexi Carter
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Lexi has been based in Belgium with Lieven van Decraen since early 2009, and is also currently training with Henk Nooren, who has trained many of the top riders and teams, including the very successful current French team.

She has recently acquired a 9yr old grey mare, Cyrina Z (by Chillano), with whom she is competing in the 1.50-1.60m classes.  She had good results in the ‘Big Tour’ in Vejer earlier this year, including a double clear in her first 1.50m class, placing 15th out of 90 horses, and thereafter did well in her first big Grand Prix, finishing just one out of the places.  She will be part of the South African Nation Cup’s Team for Lisbon at the end of May.

She still has her little thoroughbred, “Riff Raff”, who competes successfully in the 1.40 -1.50m classes; he gained a double clear in the small Grand Prix at Towerlands, coming 6th, and was clear and consistently placed in his classes on the Sunshine Tour. He more recently came 5th in the speed class at Lumen. He has certainly raised a few eyebrows!
