1. All FEI, SANEF and GHS RULES shall apply. Telephonic or entries unaccompanied by the correct entry fees 

will not be accepted.  (0.80m) are open to Full, or Entry level members of GHS.  Horses MUST be registered.  (0.90 & 1.00, 1.10, 1.20, 1.30) are open to full members of GHS, the horses must be registered and in their correct classification.

2. No dogs allowed.  

3. Catering will be available on both days from 7.30a.m.  

4. Refunds will be made if the show is cancelled or over-subscribed. A R10.00 deduction per horse entered 

will be made if a cash deposit was made into our account to pay for entries. Refunds will be less 20% of amount of entries, less the levies as per GHS Gen regulations.

A restriction of 180 entries per day will be enforced.

5. No restriction on number of horses 1 rider may compete on in 1 competition.

6. The special rule for the competition classes is an immediate jump off. Should a combination go clear in the

first round the bell will sound as they go through the finish to indicate that they may start the jump off. Timing starts as they go through the start and proceed to jump the jump off fences.

Please note the Organisers reserve the right to cancel, combine or change any classes should this be deemed necessary according to prevailing circumstances.
