DISCIPLINARY HEARINGS
The following Disciplinary Hearings were held recently, with findings and penalties as noted:

Stefan Wybenga (Custodian Member)

Summary of Evidence: At the Post Derby Oktoberfest on 01.11.09, the accused entered the judges box, argued with and refused to accept a decision by the judge, raised his voice and acted in an aggressive manner towards the judge and other officials and, in so doing, held up the competition.

Finding: Guilty

Penalty: A fine of R4 000 together with a written apology to the judge and officials concerned.

Summary of Evidence: Entered the same horse in the 2-3 year old class at :

2009 Horse of the Year after it had turned 3; and

2010 Horse of the year show after it had turned 4.

Finding: Guilty

Penalty: A fine of R2 500 plus loss of title.
