The Grooms Membership is intended to develop the workers in the sport.  The membership is linked to a proposing active-GHS member, who is the current employer and takes responsibility for the proof of legal employment status.  The Grooms Member does not have a vote.  Should a Grooms Member wish to convert to become an Active Member, this will be permitted.  
To date we have identified the following important benefits:

2.     Participation in the protection of the constitution, rules and regulations of the society

·       Pension funding – access to low-brokerage pension funding opportunities, ahead of the legislation requiring pension funding;

GHS has managed to secure a partnership with a non-profit organization “Right to Care” who will offer various HIV/AIDS assistance in the form of testing, education etc.
