There is a new drive in Limpopo to encourage more riders to TRY dressage as well as to IMPROVE the scores of existing dressage riders.

WHY?

1.     Eventing at Broadlands.  Eventing is a 3-phase event, dressage, cross country and show jumping.  All three phases are judged together and the first phase is dressage.  If your dressage score is low it is extremely difficult to catch up in the cross country and show jumping phases.  Eventing is GREAT fun – so try it.

2.      Plans ahead to introduce 2-phase events.  Dressage and Show jumping – judged together.   Come on Show jumpers – show us what you can do in the dressage phase!

3.      The Limpopo GHS committee is already looking for riders to prepare for Inter-Regional teams next year.  Let’s get our scores up and show those Gauteng riders what we can do.

For more information and help with your Dressage please speak to your instructor.  The instructors involved with the DRESSAGE DRIVE at this stage are:  Theresa (Polokwane), Mich (La Grande), Kerry (New Dawn), Barinda (Broadlands), Leana (Tzaneen), Gareth (Polokwane) and Nicole (Messina).

   

I remember the days where showing used to be fun, exciting, and interesting for everyone in Limpopo. We all used to do some form of showing class, showing everyone what beautiful, well put together horses were in this province, and somehow it just began to die down, getting to the point where we now don’t have any showing team or riders / horses left. I always say “With some good old fashioned elbow grease and passion, you can make any horse into a masterpiece”.  Showing is a discipline that allows the rider to show his/her horse’s conformation, beauty, and uniqueness to the judge and the public. All a horse needs to have is discipline, good movement, and good condition to compete in showing. Dressage, Showjumping & Showing go hand in hand, and if a rider does dressage or showjumping they can do showing, and visa versa. Showing can be a lot of fun and can also be a positive aspect to the rider and horse’s relationship. Let’s all try and do a showing class sometime, and you might be pleasantly surprised how much fun one can have. 

I will be organizing to get showing classes back into the shows we have. Please can everyone try and support this discipline, we have so many stunning horses in this province, and I think it’s about time that everyone starts noticing them again. Let’s make a stamp on the showing world and show everyone what Limpopo has to offer.

KERRY’S CORNER
Good Sportsmanship

It was brought to my attention at Lower Grade Interregionals that some of our Limpopo representatives were making fun of other children and using words like nock, nock and telling other riders how to ride!!! 

Please take this time and explain to our wonderful open-minded children what sportsmanship is really about. 

Parents can promote good sportsmanship through conversations around the following topics:


• No matter what the sport or activity, the number 1 thing is that everyone is having fun; the game should be enjoyable and rewarding for all.

• Talk about cooperation and fair play over competition. E.G if you knocked a poll or got a time fault and the judge didn’t see stand up for what is right and go and tell them the truth it make YOU the better Rider)


• Discuss rules of the game and why it is important to abide by those rules. 

• Encourage your child to support all players on their team. (Well done, good luck)


• How do we as parents control emotions in frustrating situations (No tantrums, hitting the horse pulling it in the mouth, throwing the rein at the poor groom who did not knock the pole down?)


• Chat about how they like to be treated and how we treat coaches, teammates, and opponents with respect and avoiding ridicule and sarcasm. ( E.g Hey don’t knock no 2 down like the other riders, this puts negativity into your team mates head !!


• Use moments from life, the game to teach about being showing good sportsmanship (I was proud of the way you handled… that turn from 1 to 2 in balance.)


• Give your child a chance to talk about consequences when poor sportsmanship is displayed. 


• Up-lift examples of good sportsmanship for your child. An example is worth a thousand words.


As your child continues to move within larger communities they will take with them these simple sportsmanship skills you taught around the dinner table, or on the side of the arena.

 These lessons will help them relate to others more effectively.
