This year has once again been an amazing equestrian experience! With the help of my ever efficient Ccommittee, I was able to attend to all regional activities such as GHS MANCO meetings, North regional meetings and other sundry GHS Gauteng North activities, and furthermore, I was able to have my own horse competing. All of the above happened without any major or serious problems! 
The Region was fortunate to have very capable and knowledgeable members serving on the 2010 Gauteng North Committee. They were able to handle all matters in a professional and very successful manner and to field very good equestrian Lower and Higher Inter-Regional teams.

It has once again been an exciting year with regards to the Lower grade Inter-Regionals. The Region won Novice Junior Dressage, PR50cm and A90cm Showjumping, U14 D grade Vaulting, Adult Showing and Driving which was added this year.
The North Region was represented by 32 different equestrian teams. Showjumping represented 41% of the teams and the remaining 59% are distributed amongst Dressage (PRELIM 3 and NOVICE 3 - 18%), Equitation (WELCOME 3 and NOVICE 3 - 18%), Showing (3 teams, 9%), Vaulting (2 teams, 7%), Reining (1 adult team, 3%) and Driving (1 team, 3%). The showjumping teams contributed 50 points, and the combination of other disciplines contributed 74 points in the Lower Inter-Regional competition.
The Region achieved OVERALL SECOND position at Lower grade Inter-Regional.
In respect of Higher Inter-Regionals, Gauteng North was represented by 21 different equestrian teams.
Two new disciplines were added for Higher Inter-Regionals, namely Driving and Reining.

Showjumping represented 48% of the teams and the remaining 52% are distributed amongst Dressage (3 teams, 14%), Equitation (3 teams, 14%), Showing (3 teams, 14%), Vaulting (1 team, 5%), Driving (1 team, 5%) and Reining (1 team, 5%). 
The North Region achieved the following OVERALL positions at Higher Inter-Regionals, ie

Driving FIRST, Dressage and Reining second, Showing tie second with West Region, Vaulting second, Equitation third and Showjumping third.
Since the inception of the Higher Inter-Regionals in 2005, Gauteng North consistently achieved a THIRD position every year. For the second year, the North Region achieved an OVERALL SECOND AT HIGHER INTER-REGIONALS IN 2010 and this is indeed an exciting achievement for Gauteng North!
Furthermore, the North Region won the ‘Best Turned Out Region’ trophy at Higher Inter-Regionals!
I would like to thank all the riders, parents and Chef d’Equipes who so generously gave of their time, especially during Inter-Regionals.
