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Pony Rider (80cm) and Junior (1.00m)

The Four Seasons Cup Series is only for the top level Novice Pony Riders and Juniors. 

There will be 4 Quali-fying shows where the rider needs to enter at least two shows as the best two scores out of the 4 shows will decide whether or not the rider can be considered for inclusion in the Finals. 
These qualifying competitions will need to be over 10 fences for Juniors and 9/10 fences for Pony Riders, including a combination and a jump off for all clear rounds - (Rule17.10.4.2.2 AM5).
The finals will consist of riders who have remained at the Novice level only for the entire year or part thereof.  If a rider rides in a higher level (in either Pony Rider or Junior classes) during the year of this series, they automatically lose their competitive participation in the Finals. Results of the qualifying shows will be collated and monitored by a Showjumping Committee member with the kind assistance of GHS.  The qualifying 30 - 40 entries for the cup will be checked by GHS after the closing date of entry of the Finals.  Any rider who is found to be inelligible for the FSSC Final will be allowed to enter other classes as specified on that Schedule. 

The Four Seasons Supreme Cup Floating Trophy for Pony Riders and Juniors will be donated by the 2011 Show Jumping Committee.

Juniors

The Four Seasons Supreme Cup Series will  be open to all Junior Showjumping Riders at the Novice 1.00m level who have never ridden in any medium or higher level throughout their riding career on their Novice horse, or any other horse.  

Pony Riders

The Four Seasons Supreme Cup Series will be open to all 80cm Pony Showjumping Riders who have not ridden in a 90cm class or higher during their jumping career and need to remain in the 80’s for the whole year (or part thereof) should they wish to be in contention for the Finals. 

Scoring

Results will be scored as follows : 50 points awarded  to a winner, second place will receive 40 and third 30, 4th 25, 5th 20 and then 19, 18, 17, 16, etc., down to 1 point for all other riders in the class.  Many competitions might not have 24  or more entries, but the winner will still be awarded 50 points and downwards.  

Any qualifying competition must have a minimum of 8 riders to count as a qualifier.

Finals

The top 30 qualifying riders (adding together the best two scores out of 4 designated competitions) in each of the Novice Pony Riders and Novice Juniors will be eligible to compete in the Finals.  These rankings will be placed on the GHS Website.  Scores will not be carried into the finals.
The final competition between qualified riders will be a two round competition both rounds the same, all participating in the second round except for eliminations and retirements.  The time of the second round with the lowest accumulated penalties over the two rounds will be the deciding factor.

The qualifying competitions will be held in conjunction with other classes as listed in the respective schedules, being one class only at that show.
