1. The various competitions will be run under FEI, SANEF and GHS Rules.


2. Membership:
All riders must be Full members of The Gauteng Horse Society, all horses and ponies need to be registered. 

All ponies may not exceed 1,50m in height.

3. Entry Forms and Closing Date of Entries:
Closing date for entries:  Monday 9th January 2012 at 16h00. Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of GHS for double the entry fee or an additional R200 (whichever is the greater). Late entries will not be considered for teams. Entries must be made on the prescribed entry forms and forwarded with cheques or postal orders drawn in favour of:
Gauteng Horse Society, PO Box 70460, BRYANSTON, 2021.



Faxed entries will only be accepted (see each discipline for fax numbers) if they are accompanied by a copy of the bank deposit slip.  
Team entries MUST be completed and submitted by the regional chairman only. Stabling must be booked on individual forms.

6. Prize Money:  A minimum of 60% of entry fees for the individual classes spread over all the classes at the discretion of the organising committee.  Trophies and rosettes only will be given for the team classes. 

7. Team Entries:  
All team entries must be made by their Regions and must be received by 16th February 2012. Cross entries between disciplines will be allowed.

9. Stabling:
A limited number of stables will be available at Kyalami Equestrian Park at a cost of R150,00 (inclusive of VAT) per night per stable.  Initial bedding will be provided.  It will be the responsibility of competitors to supply any additional bedding, which may be required.  When allocating stables, preference will be given to competitors travelling the longest distances.
10. The programme will be adhered to as far as possible.  The Organising Committee reserves the right to make alterations in the event of insufficient or excessive entries, unfavourable weather conditions or unforeseen circumstances.  In the case of excessive entries, the Organising Committee will give preference to the Regional Teams. In the case of unfavourable weather conditions, causing the cancellation of classes, 60% of entry fees will be refunded.


11. Please note that due to the number of competitors and disciplines, there may be clashes.  Riders must make prior arrangements if they will be late for a class.  However, once a class has finished, riders that have not appeared will be eliminated.  Teams will take preference. 
12. There will be no restriction on number of entries accepted.

13. There is no restriction to how many horses a rider may ride, except in the team classes where the 2010 Inter Regional Rules will apply. In Showing classes a rider may only ride one horse/pony in a class except in Working Riding Horse & Working Hunter classes where a rider may ride a maximum of 3 horses/ponies in any class
14. REFUNDS:

No Refunds will be given after closing date of entries unless with a veterinary certificate, in which case 80% of the entries will be refunded. If classes are cancelled due to inclement weather 60% of the entry fee will be refunded
