2. Exhibitors are requested to take note of all show rules, requirements, conditions and arrangements concerning the show. 
3. Exhibitors may only enter animals in their capacity as owners, or with written approval of the owner. 
4. No refunds will be made in regard to an exhibitor being scratched, unless made prior to closing date of entry. 
5. No substitutions will be permitted, unless with the approval of the Show Committee. Refer to show rule: Conditions of entry 1.4. 
6. Al horses shall remain on the show grounds at the expense and risk of the exhibitor. 
7. Each exhibitor shall be solely responsible for any consequential or other injury, loss or damage to, occasioned by or arising from any horse exhibited by him/her and for its description as given in the catalogue or from any other cause whatsoever and shall indemnify the Society, its agents, associates and employees against legal action or other proceedings in regard thereto. 
8. The Show Committee reserves the right to decline the admission or retention of any horse on the show grounds. 
9. Exhibitors must at all times give personal attention to their horses. 
10. All Exhibitors and persons in charge of horses are subject to the orders and requests of the Show Committee. 
11.
