2 The Freestyle classes 1- 4, 6-10, 12-19 and 24-28 are open ONLY to full registered members on registered horses/ponies. The Freestyle classes 5 and 11 are open to entry level and full registered members on registered horses/ponies/riders who have never competed at a Freestyle before. The Pas de Deux classes and Quadrille class (20-23) are ungraded and are open to registered and non-registered horses/ponies and riders.
3 Telephonic or entries unaccompanied by the correct entry fees will NOT be accepted.
4 Catering will be available on all days.

5 The Organising Committee reserves the right to cancel, combine or restrict classes at its sole discretion.

	Freestyle Rules
	1. All classes will be run in accordance with the latest Freestyle Rules, Appendix DS/6 of Rules for Dressage, 1 May 2010.  In particular please note the following:

“The test must start and finish with a halt and salute on the centre line.  The timing of the test will be executed from the move-off after the first halt to the transition into the final halt.  A rider must enter the arena within 20 seconds of the music starting and the music must cease on the final halt.”



	General
	1      All entries must be within the horse’s/pony’s current registered grade.

2     In case two competitors have the same final score, the one with the higher marks for artistic                impression will have the better placing.  If there is still a tie, then the Judges’ decision will be final.

3     Classes 5 & 11, Junior & Adult Novice Freestyle for ‘Newcomers’, are open to registered Novice           horses that have never competed in a Freestyle before and are open to Prelim horses (ENTRY level and FULL members). Prelim horses will receive grading points (as per GHS rule change 1 April 2011). These classes are restricted to riders that have never competed in a Freestyle class before.
4 No cross entries between classes 5 & 6 and between 11 & 12.

5 Class 16 (SANEF Adult Advanced Freestyle), Class 17 (SANEF Adult FEI Intermediate I Freestyle) and Class 18 (SANEF Adult Grand Prix Freestyle) and Class 19 (FEI Prix St. Georges - NOT freestyle) are open to Advanced Horses.

6 No cross entries between classes 16, 17 and 18. 
7     Class 19 is the FEI test available on the FEI website and will be ridden on the Sunday.  Classes 16, 17 and 18 will be on Saturday.

8     All Freestyle tests are 2010 SANEF tests, available on the SANEF website, www.horsesport.org.za

	 
	All SANEF rules in relation to saddlery and dress will apply except for the following:

1 A Tail Coat (with Top Hat) will be permitted for Medium Classes.
