1. Entries:

Closing date of entries

Entries close on Friday 2nd March 2012
NO ENTRIES UNACCOMPANIED BY PAYMENT WILL BE ACCEPTED
LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED UNTILL MONDAY 5th MARCH AND WILL BE SUBJECT TO A DOUBLE ENTRY FEE. 
2. Qualification of open classes
1. 1.40m and 1.50m classes are open to all registered open horses. These competitors need to nominate each day as whether they are jumping 1.40m or 1.50m.  These horses may nominate into the 1.35m and 1.30m classes.  If these horses nominate into the 1.35m or 1.30m classes they may not nominate back into the 1.40m or 1.50m classes.

2. 1.30m and 1.35m classes are open to all registered open horses. These competitors need to nominate each day as whether they are jumping 1.30m or 1.35m. No horse entered into the 1.30m and 1.35m classes may change to any higher level.
3. Nominations to be made by 12:00 on Monday 2nd April then within 30 minutes of the last Open class of each day.
3. Horse Inspection 

All PR, Junior and Adult Open horses (1.40m – 1.50m) must report to the Horse Inspection area – date to be confirmed. Please note that J 1.30m, PR 1.10m and PR 1.20m horses are classified as Open horses. Horse inspections will be done on a “first come first served” basis. 
Please note: Up to date passports must accompany horses.  

Competitors will be fined should there be any omissions or errors in the horse’s passport. 

4. Sampling for Prohibited Substance
Horses and/or Riders in any Discipline or Grade may be tested for prohibited substance
5. Passports

All Competitors must have their horse’s passport (up to date) available at the event for inspection at all times.
6. African Horse Sickness & Equine Flu: (Government Notice no. R254/6/2/97

a. All horse must be vaccinated annually with a live AHS vaccine produced by Onderstepoort Biological Products and must be administered strictly according to the recommendations as per the package insert. Horses inoculated between 1 February and 30 June of any one year must be re-inoculated by a registered veterinarian within 12 months from the date of that inoculation. Horses inoculated between 1 July and 31 January in any year must be re-inoculated by a registered veterinarian during the same period in the following year

b. All horses returning / travelling to the Western Cape must be inoculated by a registered  veterinarian  strictly according to the requirements of that area . All horses must be accompanied by a SANEF or FEI Group IX passport, number to be included on the entry form and certification that the AHS and Equine Flu vaccines have been administered and are valid, must appear on the Horse’s passport. Other evidence of the inoculations will not be accepted.
c. Horse which do not comply with the above may be refused permission to compete and can be asked to leave the showgrounds
7. Prizemoney 

Grade Open classes for Juniors & Adults, PR Medium & PR National – a minimum of 60% of entry fees plus sponsorship. These classes will be subject to a 15% deduction from Prizemoney to be paid into the SANEF Showjumping Fund. 
All other classes (excluding Mini League) 40% + sponsorship.
8. Grades

SHOWJUMPING - ALL HORSES MAY ONLY COMPETE IN THEIR REGISTERED CLASSIFICATION/GRADE IN ALL CLASSES AS AT CLOSING DATE OF ENTRIES. HORSES (OTHER THAN ADULT OPEN) MUST REMAIN IN THEIR HEIGHT LEVELS AS STIPULATED IN THEIR ORIGINAL ENTRY. THEY MAY OPT TO JUMP AT A LOWER HEIGHT LEVEL DURING THE SHOW, BUT MUST THEN COMPETE H/C.  NO H/C ENTRIES WILL BE ALLOWED FOR CSN CLASSES.
9. Dress

Competitors are required to be correctly dressed at all times, Riding Jackets ARE to be worn. No Provincial or other T Shirts will be allowed. No Dressage waistcoats will be permitted.
10. Competition Rules

Unless otherwise stated, all classes will be run under the applicable FEI, SANEF & GHS Rules.
11. Membership & Registration

All owners & Riders must be members of, and all horses/ponies must be registered with a Provincial Body recognised by SANEF. If resident outside GHS, entry forms must be countersigned as correct by an official of the competitors Provincial Body. Entries which have not been stamped, by the province concerned, on or before the closing date of entries, will NOT be accepted. Temporary Membership is available at R126.30 per show for Gauteng, North West & Limpopo residents. Temporary membership only applies for entry level classes.
12. Parades & Displays 

Except in circumstances where special dispensation has been obtained from the Show Director, competitors must take part in any parade or display or Prizegiving. Failure to do so may result in forfeiture of any Prizemoney, Grading/Qualification Points and/or Trophies.
13. Combining, Restriction or cancellation of classes

The organising committee in consultation with the SANEF Representative reserves the right to combine, divide or cancel classes should this be necessary, always provided such amendments are not in conflict with the rules. 80% of the entry Fees will be refunded should classes be cancelled, as per GHS regulations.
Where necessary, classes may be restricted to qualifications.
14. Stabling  

Temporary and brick Stabling will be available at Kyalami Equestrian Park. Stabling will be available at R1500 per horse for a maximum of 10 days (thereafter stabling will be charged at R150 per day/night), or alternatively R150 per day/night. This may include temporary stables. Initial bedding will be provided. Competitors from outside Gauteng and Team Horses will receive preference, thereafter stabling will be allocated at the discretion of the Organising Committee. Stables must be vacated by 12 noon on the last day of booking, failure to do so will result in a R500 fine. Initial bedding is provided. Please note that only horses competing at the show will be accepted for stabling.
15. Objections & Appeals  

As per FEI and SANEF General Regulations.
16. Responsibility

The FEI, GHS, SANEF The Organising Committee any Sponsors and/or Officials shall in no way be held responsible for any damage, loss, theft or injury sustained by owners, riders, competitors, members or the public or any other person or their property whatsoever.

The Series 
The series will comprise three Series competitions held at different venues during a calendar year. The tests that are to be ridden in the series competitions will be F E I Tests including the FEI Young Rider Tests 

Qualification Of Riders (see also 01.9.3 and 04.5.1.1) 

The Series is restricted to young riders (see General Regulations 01.9.0) from the beginning of the calendar year during which they reach the age of 16 to the end of the calendar year during which they reach the age of 21 

For purposes of awarding Grading Points all of the competitions are classified as Adult Competitions. 

Qualification Of Horses 
Open to any horse registered with a Provincial Body regardless of its grade. 

Preliminary Competitions Prior To Each Series Competition 
1. At each event the Organising Committee shall include in the schedule at least one Advance Test as preliminary competitions, in addition to the Series Competition. 

2. In order to qualify to compete in a series competition, all competitors must have completed at least one of the two preliminary competitions held in terms of (1) above. 

Order Of Starting 
1. The order of starting in the three series competitions shall be drawn. Where possible, a gap of at least five horses shall be allowed between horses ridden by the same rider. This shall be achieved by moving that rider's first horse drawn upwards in the order of riding (see 01.14.0 and 01.17.0). 

2. Should a rider have more than one horse entered in any of the series competitions, then that rider shall declare, prior to the commencement of the class, which horse will be going for series points, and that horse must be ridden first.

The Series Competitions 
1. Tests 
The tests to be ridden in the Series Competitions are 

First Series Competition - FEI Young Rider Preliminary Competition Test 

Second Series Competition – FEI Prix St Georges Test 

Final Series Competition – FEI Young Rider Individual Competition Test 

2. Rules 
All competitions will be run in accordance with FEI/SANEF Rules for Dressage. 

Eligibility 
All competitions are open to all Young Riders and are eligible to score points for this series 

Conversion Of Dressage Scores 
The scores obtained in each test will be converted to percentages. 

Classification 
The highest percentages gained from any two of series competitions will be totaled to arrive at the score for each competitor. The competitor with the highest score will be declared the ultimate winner and that with the second highest sore, the runner up. 

Should there be a tie for first place overall after the third competition, then the competitor with the highest percentage obtained in any of their series competitions will be declared the Series Winner.
