GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. RULES
The Event will be conducted under current SANEF and GHS rules.

2. AGE OF RIDERS
All riders must be registered as Pony Riders or  Juniors in terms of the current S.A.N.E.F. regulations

3. ENTRIES
Late, incorrect, telephonic, unsigned or entries without correct payment will NOT be accepted under any circumstances.  INCORRECT ENTRIES WILL NOT BE REFUNDED.  
The Christian name and surname of the competitor and owner must be CLEARLY PRINTED on the entry form.

4. PARADES AND DISPLAYS
Except in cases where special dispensation has been obtained from the Show Director, competitors must take part in any parades or displays or prize givings.  Failure to do so will result in forfeiture of any prize money, grading points and/or trophies.

5. COMBINING, RESTRICTION OR CANCELLING OF CLASSES
The Organising Committee reserves the right to combine, divide or cancel classes should this be necessary.  Always provided that such amendments are not in conflict with National Rules.
The organising committee cannot be held responsible for inevitable clashes should a rider enter an excess of classes.
6. VARIATION OF PROGRAMME
Insofar as possible, the programme and conditions relating thereto will be adhered to.  However, the Organising Committee reserves the right to make alterations in the event of unfavourable weather conditions, or any other unforeseen circumstances.  For provisional programme see back of schedule. Please note that this is subject to change without prejudice.
7. DRESS
Competitors are required to be properly dressed at all times when appearing in the arena whether mounted or dismounted.  Riding Jackets are required to be worn, NO G.H.S. or other Regional Bodies T-shirts or Dressage waistcoats are allowed. 

8. CONDUCT
Any owner or rider who attempts to interfere with or influence the Judges, Stewards or Officials, or who at any time on the show grounds uses any contemptuous or abusive language to any of the Judges, Stewards or Officials may forfeit his/her rights to any prizes to which they might otherwise be entitled.

9. STABLING
Limited stabling will be available at Kyalami Equestrian Park.  A stabling fee of R150,00 (which includes initial bedding and VAT) per day/night per horse is payable and must be clearly stated and accounted for on the entry form.  Competitors from outside the GHS area will receive preference, followed by Country, thereafter stabling will be allocated at the discretion of the Organising Committee.

10. OUT OF PROVINCE RIDERS

All out of Province entries will be subject to a levy of R126.30 per rider plus R126.30 for every 2nd or more horses.

11. GENERAL
GHS, SANEF, the Organising Committee, any Sponsors and/or Officials shall in no way be held responsible for any damage, loss, theft or injury sustained by horses, owners, riders, competitors, appointed officials, members of the public or any other person or their property whatsoever.
12. No restriction on number of horses per day nor on number of horses 1 rider may ride

13. REFUNDS:

If a class or competition is cancelled before the commencement of the event. 

        If cancellation is due to exceptionally inclement weather or for veterinary reasons, a 20% administration levy may be deducted from the entry fees to cover costs borne by the Show holding body. 

        If the entry is withdrawn before closing date of entry.  A 20% administration levy may be deducted from the entry fees to cover costs borne by the Show holding body. 

No refunds will be given if a horse withdraws after closing date of entry unless a veterinary certificate is produced
